But, If the giving of warning slg-
nals at any particnlar crosslng wounld be
necessary ln order to constitute ordinnry
care on the part of the rallroad mmpan{\
when its trains were approachlng suc
crogsing, then the omisslon to glve such
sigﬂalg would be negllgence at common law

‘In the case of Dyer agalnst the Erle
Rallroad Company (T1 N. Y., p. 280), Judge
Miller, In wrl%in the opinion of the Court
of Appenls, saldg:

“There can be no serlous guestion that nn obli-
gotlon devolves upon rallrond companies to
warn persons. who may be passlbg—whether on
foot or with a team—of the approach of trains,
80 that such perwons maoy use the Oecessary
caution to ‘avoid danger and keep ont of the
wny of the tralp. It Is not epough, In. all
capes, that the staiutory signals ve been
glven to abmolve & rallrosd company from the
charge of negligence

“As a general rule [t moay De stated
that the person who approaches a rallrond
crossing masat exerclee due care and coan-
tion. He must, before crossing, look—
when looking will do mmy goof—both ways,
and’must eross only when he gwrvewm It
enn be done without danger of coming In
colllslon with o 'traln then In slght or
within hearing. "There Is no speclal dis-
tanee nt whlcg this looking must be donc,
but each edse inust necessnrly depend upon
ite: own facts. Thus, If the view o? a
totveller 1t crossing o rallroad  is  ob-
structed “this: fact impeses an additlonal
duty both tpon the traveller nnd the rall-
rosd company. Coneerning the doty of
the traveller where the view s obstracted
the general rule Is thot the “question of
his eare, in vlew of the condition of thiugs
at the crossing, ls for the Jury to die
termine,

“Sherman V. Redfeld, o the chaptér on
negligence (vol, 2, p. 2850), says:
