After n stubborn fight lasting four years
tk# Republicans of Rlchmond County have
succesded In getting control of the Police
Department, which in pnast years has had
‘much welght In every election. The fight
wns won yesterdny, when the Court of Ap-
peals handed down their declslon that the
new  bill was constitutional. ‘This s the
only bill for the Pollee Department that
the Demoeratle party and lts lawyeras did
mot prove to contaln fatal flaws,

The first blll was Introduced by the late
Assemblyman Conklin four years ago, but

" it dled n natural death before reaching the

. Governer. Three years age another bill
was Introduced, and was also killed. - Last

_ year the bi-partisan bill was pushed
through the Assembly and signed by Gov-
ernor Morton, but before the appolnt-
ments were made, Injunctions were served
and finally the bill was declared unconstl-
turlonal, owing to the fmet that It con-
tained a clause that the Commissioners
must belong to the Republlean and Tlemo-
eratic parties, the courta declding that the

/ Commislsoners had = right to belong to
any gresg party; that no particular organl-
zatlon conld be debarved.

. . The present bill s of a bi-partisan nature
and provides that ane Commissioner ghall
be appointed who bhelongs to the mutional
_party In power and one to the party baving
the gecond largest sumber of votes at the
Inst Pederal election. This bill was passad
early last Winter and was signed by Gow-
ernor Black after he satisfled himself that
it was constitutional. It pamed ax the ap-
pointing Board the County Judge, Sheriff

. and Distriet-Attorney,

The Injunction was
Insued on the ground that the Sherlff tonld

Importing Smelters to Have No Allowance
for Giher Metals in the
Bullian.

A derlson of great Importance to import-
erg nnd smelters of lead In this country
wis renderod by Judge Kirkpatrick In the
United States Distriet Court at Newark
yesterday. It was In effect that what s
KEnown as “lead Dbulllon' will have to pay
duty for Its full welght when Imported.
The *“lead bulllon™ contains abdut & per
cent of gold, sllver and antimony, and the
Importers have clalmed that allowance
should be made for these materials, on
which no daty Is charged.
