Considerably Higher.
Unusual interest attaches to the forthjiningreport of the Board of Visitors to
le West Point Military Academy. From
a authoritative source it is learned that
iey recommend in the strongest terms that
le standard of admission to the Academy
e raised.
It is the almost unanimous opinion of the
oard that candidates for admission should
e required to have a thorough knowledge
f algebra, geometry, and other branches
f higher mathematics. According to the
resent law applicants for admission arc
Uy required to puss an examination in the
dinary rudiments of arithmetic. By compilingthem to fe examined in these adItionalbranches the Board thinks it can
-entlv increase the efficiency of the Aoade-
y and make Its graduates more nearly on
par with the graduates of universities,

ad the higher classed technical schools
iroughout the world.
Another recommendation which the Board
ill urge is that more attention shall be
aid to the s tudy of English language and
terature. It is considered the curriculum
wofully weak in this respect. Both of

aese features of the report are. it is unerstood.supported by the professors of
le Academy, but among the rank and file
f the Congressmen there is opposition to
lising the standard of admission. They
aim it would debar many worthy boys
ho live where they cnjmot get a knowligeof these higher mathematical sub

cts.

Abandoned the Women.
"I was sitting in the middle of the chair

car," said Mrs. Sally Mathias, "when the
train went down. I never heard such
shrieks and erica in my life before. Then
nil ma still fnr n moment. The thunder
was rolling dreadfully, the lightning was
blazing and the rain falling in torrents.
There were a dozen men In the car, and all
but three ran out and left the dozen women
there all alone."
The conductor of the train, G. C. Cope*

land, of St. Louis, who was reported last
night among the dead, is still alive. He
.was removed this morning to the railroad
hospital at Moberl.v with a fractured skull
and several broken ribs. He ljngers betweenlife and death, but the" surgeons expressa hope that he will reeovw. ConductorCopeland was supposed to be dead
when taken from the wreck, and his body
was laid In a row with the seven dead. A
few minutes later some one observed a
sign of life and he was transferred to a
stretcher and given every possible attention.
Of the others injured not one Is in a

critical condition. Among them all there
Is not one broken limb, though many of
them were thrown three-ouarters of the
length of the coaches In which they were
riding.
Mrs. W. H. Wilkinson, of Kansas City, Is

the most seriously hurt. Two small bones
of her left hand are broken and gke suf-
fered a severe laceration or the tnign, as
well as bruises gbout tbe face and neck.
The wounds of most of tbe others are
trivial.
All indications are that death came to

at least four of the Ave mail clerks almost
Instantly. Their car pitched end tlrst
through the break In the trestle and they
must have been drowned In the raging

To-daybut a small stream was Bowing beneath
the trestle where the wreck occurred. In
ordinary weather it is a dry creek bed.

Almost a Cloudburst.
The storm of Inst night, which was almosta cloudburst, had swollen the little

stream to a torrent. The flood carried awnya wagon bridge a short distance above
the Wabash trestle. TTie wreck of this
bridge was hurled down upon the railroadtrestle and carried away a row of wooden
supports in the centre.

HORSES KILLED BY FIRE.
Thirteen Burned in an Early Morning Conflagrationon First

Avenue.

The packing box factory and lumber
yard of Frederick Base, extending from
No. 1104 to No. 1112 First avenue, and from
No. 400 to No. 410 East Sixty-first street,
was destroyed by fire just before daylight
yesterday.
Jacob Blent, the night watchman, who

first discovered the blafce, was attracted to
it by the barking of his dog Nero in the
boiler room of the factory. He at first
tried to extinguish the flames unaided apd
was severely burned about the hands and
wrists. Just then a policeman sent in an
alarm. Before the flrmen arrived- the
whole structure and the lumber yards in
the rear were ablaze. Three additional
calls were rung and within a short time
many streams of water were playing on
the flames. In the rear of the front buildingwas a stable in which thirteen horses
were stalled. The stable was one of tho
flrst of the structures to ignite, and there
was at no time a chance for the escapeof any of the horses, all of which were
consumed.
Adjoining the factory on the south Is a

row of live-story tenement houses, and to
these the firemen directed their effort*.
All of the tenants congregated In the street,
but tlie houses did not eateh Are.
Chief Bonner took personal charge of

the tire, which was an extremely difficult
one to handle, for the mass of lumbor
was piled twenty feet high. The ilre was
under control, so far as Its further spreadingwas concerned, within an hour after
the arrival of the flremen, but the engines
were engaged all day In playing on the
piles of burning lumber. The loss on the
factory and lumber yard is estimated at
$20,000. The Manhattan Cornice and
Itooilng Company, which occupied one cornerof the premises was damaged to the
extent or m.ouu.

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SAVING A NEGRO
FROM THEKU-KLUX

Two Companies of Kentucky
Militia Guarding William

Dinning,
SHOT A MAN AT HIS DOOR.

A Band of White Men Attacked
His House and He Killed One

of Their Number.

Louisville, Ky., June 27..The power of
the Ku-Klux in Kentucky will be tested
In Franklin, Simpson County, this week.
William Dinning, a negro, is to be placed
on trial for the murder of Joel Conn, a

young farmer of a well-to-do family. ColonelE. H. Gaither, of the Second Regiment,is in town to-night with companies
A and E of Winchester and Franklin.
They were quartered to-night at the armiory of the First Regiment, and to-morrow
will report at the jail and become the
guard of Dinning to Franklin, and during
his trial.

It is confidently expected that an attack
will be made on Dinning'6 life. He has alreadyhad two escapes from a mob, perhapsthe same band which attempted to
Invade his home. Governor Bradley, beforehe left for a vacation, left explicit ordersthat Dinning must be protected. The
entire First Regiment, which can be mobilizedat its armory In less than three
hours, will be sent as reinforcements if
necessary.
The farmers of the south end of Simpson

County banded themselves together to rid
that community of the negroes, and resolvedto drive them over the line into
Tennessee. Dinning was selected as the
flpst victim and one night a few months,
ago as the time. Dinning was at home
with his family at the lime, and when the
mob of armed men surrounded bis cabin
he supposed his life was In danger and
prepared to defend it. When an attempt
wns made to batter down his door Dinningopened fire through a window and
killed one of the bafid, who proved to be
Conn.
Dinning escaped in the confusion and

went direct to Franklin, where he surrendered,his surrender being the first
news of the killing at the county seat.
The Kuklux revenged themselves by drivingDinning's family into Tennessee ahd
burning his home. Then! the Kuklux
marched on the Jnillat Franklin, but Dinninghad been hurried to Bowling Green
ahead of thCm. A few days later, when
the band organized to storm the Bowling
Green Jail. Dinning was removed to the
Louisville Jail, where he has since been.
The Kuklux will probably attempt Dinning'slife by assassination, since there is

little prospect of overpowering two companiesof militia. They cannot convict him.
for if they testify against him they must
admit their membership In the Kuklux.
The militiamen fear an attempt at assassinationmore than an attempt at lynching,
and Colonel Gaither will govern himself accordingly.
