Fy-Gnvernor Believes the
Democrats Are Sure to Win

at the Next Election,*
" PEOPLE WANT RESULTS."

Absence of the Promised ProsperityHas Turned the Tide
of Public Sentiment.

Ex-Governor James E. Campbell, of Ohio,
was at the Fifth Avenue Hotel last night,
having come to Gotham to attend to some

private business. In conversation with a

reporter he predicted success for the Democraticticket at the coming Fall election to
be held In Ohio.
"I am absolutely confident that the Democraticticket will be successful this year,"

said he. "I believe the State is surely
Democratic."
"How about the Legislature?" was asked.
"I believe that we will not only carry our

State ticket through, but we will have a

majority in the Legislature and send a

Democrat to the United States Senate to
succeed Senator Hanna."
"In that event who do you think will be

the Senator?"
"John R. McLean is the only candidate in

the field at present."
"To what do you attribute the change of

sentiment in favor of the Democracy in
Ohio?"
"There are several reasons for it. There

has been a natural reaction of feeling since
last year. Results are what people want
from political victories nowadays. They
pounded the Cleveland Administration becausethere was,a panic, and now they are

pounding McKinley owing to the absence
of the promised prosperity. The people are

looking to results now more than they are
to party principles."
Asked what effect thd coinage question

would have the ex-Governor replied:
"The State of Ohio Is for free silver todayby a very considerable majority. In

my Judgment the State would have gone
for Bryan last Fall if the Chicago platform
had declared simply for free silver In add'tionto the ordinary Democratic doctrines.The plank in the platform which
denounced the Intervention of the Federal
authorities in State affairs was generally
interpreted to mean that the Democratic
party intended to rebuke the President for
sending Federal troops to Chicago to sustainthe courts at a time when the Mayor
was unable and the Governor of Illinois
unwilling so to do. Upon that proposition
we lost the votes of more than enough
voters to carry the State."
