The two dams were constructed by Peat-
te Brothers, of Fishkil. W. H. Peuattfe,
a member of the firm, losists that they
were ns woll putf together s was necessary
for a reservoir of that size, and thnt nothing
short of n clondburst could have coused
them to give way,

But they dld give way and nobody hns
been found In the vicinity of Mattenwan or
Dutehess Landing or the reservolrs who
saw n cloudburst. ©On the other hand, John
Robertson, who Iz o eivll and mechanical
engineer, and who Las lived in the locality
nenr the reservoirs for eighteen years, is
positive that thelr faulty constroction is

the sole explanation of the brenk.

This money
wig divlded among s owners and re-
leved them from the immediate need which
they hnd been emiurln% alnce the flood
swept away all of chelr belongings,

The families of those who lost thelr all
In the flood ate utterly destitute. Three
bundred workmen have {een thrown out of
employment becanse of the cloglng of
Timony's brick yards,

RUNAWAY DASHES
INTO BIKE PARADE.

Two Dozen Cyclists Injured
in Brooklyn, One
Mortally.

SCRAMBLE FOR SAFETY.

Bicycle ' Policeman Seizes the
Maddened Horse and s
Dragged Along.

A runaway horde attached to a buggy

wheelmen In Brookiyn last night, At lesst
two dosett people on wheels were hurt, of
whom oue had bis skoll fractored and will
probably die. Very many bleyeles were
smashed. There was the utmost exoite-
ment, for there was the utmost danger to
those in the parade.

Tha parade wae held under the ausploes
of the FLong Islund Assoclnted |Beyele
Ulgha, Tt was to celebbrate the complttlon
of asplinlt pavemett on Lenonard street
nnd of the gpening of the street to wheel-
men, It wos o very gay parade. Many of
the wheels were decarnted, and narly every
blke bore-a lighted colored Inntern. As
they pedalled along, the happy bleyelers
sang choruses, to which grent crowds on
the sldewnlks Hstened and to which they
applauded,

Now, nnfortnnately Charles I, Van Heuo-
ren, of No. 83 Hooper street, Willlnmsburg,
took his wife drlving last evenlng. They
went to Prospect Park, and were returniog
along Badford svenne at I0:45 p. ., At
the moment they arrived under the “L"
roid at Fuolton street the bleyele parade, o
block Dbelow them, swns turning from one
shile of Bedford avenue to the other, around
the statue of Genernl Graunt, which stands
In the open space before the Unlon Leongue
Olub houee. Most of the parnde® bhad
passed, and the fourth and Afth divisions
were wheeling around the stitue,

A passing teafn on the “LY road over-
heard frightened Mr, Van Beuren's horse.
Van Beuren tugged at the relgns all his
might, but the horse was unmanagenble,
He dashed along the bdlock, and while

warning cries echioed he ran plump fto
the ranlks of the parading bleyclets. Sanped,
they seattersd Here and there, many wom-
of and men falllng and broisitng themselyes
In_thelr frightensd haste,

Mounted Yolicemnn Belmer, of the Park
bicyele skund, grabbed the horse's hriille,
but the horse reatsd and plunged and sped
alog, drogging Belmer from hls wheel and
hittlng him witlh lils knees and trompling
him with bis beofs, while Mre. Von Beu-
ron's shrieks added to the exeltemoent and
confusion. Finally Belmer, who belongs
to the Farmer's Bieyele Club, was forced
to let go his Hold and fell severely hrulsed.

Meantime, many of the bleyeles, jump-
Ing from thelr wheels, were fiylng on foot
here and thers, but most of the pargders
stuck to thelr blkes and sought, by expert
idodging, to cscappe the Funnway, In dolng
g0, looking over thelr shoulders and wheel-
ln% at every angle, they colllded with each
other, and mony of theis were apliled. But
theye were not badly hort,
