MILLIONS OF GOLD
AWAIT TOE MINER.

Klondyke District Proves the
Richest Placer Diggings

Fver Disnnvorpd.

CLAIMS WORTH $1,000,000.
Fifteen Prospectors Have Returnedto San Francisco with

Over Haifa Million in Dust.

San Francisco, July 15..A story rivalling
in intensity of Interest that told of the fabulouswealth of Monte Cristo was related
by the passengers of the little steamer Excelsior,which has just arrived from St.
Michaels, Alaska.
Millions upon millions of virgin gold, accordingto the story, awaits the fortunate

miner who has the hardihood and courage
to penetrate Into the unknown depths of
the Yukon district.

Half a Million in Dnst.
There was tangible evidence on the little

steamer of the truth of the story told by
the travellers, for in the cabin were scores
of sacks filled to the very mouth with
"dllRt" tnliPn frnm tho nloporo foi*

frozen North. The amount brought In
Is variously estimated at from $500,000 to
$750,000.
There came In on the Excelsior about

forty people, among them some women,
from what Is now known as the Clondyke
district, though only fifteen of these had
been actually engaged in mining. There
were among them men who had been for
more than ten years facing the dangers and
hardships of the frozen North In the hopeof making a rich find, but who signallyfailed. But now they come back with fortunesstowed in their gripsacks and untold
millions to be picked up in the country of
which so little is known.

In British Territory.
The new Eldorado lies Just across the

Alaskan boundary, In British territory. It
is of recent discovery, but already there are
at least 3,000 people on the ground, and
more are flocking in that direction. The discoveryof the Clondyke regions presents a
story that is uniquely interesting.Around Forty Mile, on the Yukon, is a
tribe of Indians known as the Slickers, and
with them is a man who, years ago, was
known as George McCormack, but who is
now called "Slick George." In Septemberlast, at the head of a party of Indians, he
left his hut near Forty Mile Oamp and
strated in a southerly direction, saying he
itended to find a new gold field before his
return.

Waiting to Be Plclsed Up.
He came back two weeks later and

startled the miners with the announcement
that forty miles away there was gold to be
found in plenty. The streams abounded with
yellow metal, and all that was needed was
for somebdy to pick it up.
Many persons flocked to the place, and in

time the word reached Forty Mile Campthat untold riches could be found along the
bottom of Bonanza Creek and its tributaries.Men who had failed at the former
camp immediately picked up their belongingsand set out for the new fields. It was
a hard and trying journey, but that was
nothing, with the promise of millions at the
end of the route.

Indescribable Excitement.
The following is an extract from a letter

received by the Excelsior. It was sent
from the Clondyke region by a prominent
and wealthy young business man of San
Francisco to his brother in this city:
"The excitement on the river is indescribableand the output of the new Clondykedistrict is almost beyond belief. Men who

had nothing last Fall are now worth a fortune.One man has worked forty square
feet of his claim, and is going out with
$40,000 in dust. One-fourth shares in some
olaims are now selling at from $15,000 to
$50,000. The estimate of the district given
is thirteen miles, with an average value
of $800,000 to the claim. Some are valued
as high as $1,000,000 each. At Dawson
sacks of dust are thrown under the countersin the store for safekeeping.
"Some of the stories are so fabulous that

I am afraid to repeat them for fear of
being suspected of the infection. Labor is
$15 a day and board, with 100 days' work
ffiinrnntepri sn vnn cnn Imnirlne hnw
Cult it is to hold employes.
"If reports are true It Is the biggest

placer discovery ever made in the world,
for though other diggings have been found
quite as rich in spots, no such extent of
discovery has been known which prospected
and worked so high right through."

Dawson City Flourishing.
Joseph Ladue, one of the passengers on

the Excelsior, tells marvellous stories of
the precious metal found at the new
camp which would be incredible were It
not for the ample proof he and his associatesbrought down with them. Two
creeks, Eldorado and Bonanza, drain the
district, and it is along these the miners
are at work. Almost the first shovelful of
gravel taken out showed far richer prospectsthan anv of the other locations had
yielded, and tne news spread rapidly of the
new find. Forty Mile, less than fifty miles
distant, began to languish, the miners there
abandoning their claims to hurry to the
new and richer district.

their full quota, and by the time "Winter
had set in Dawson City, which, six months
before showed not a sign of habitation was
a bustling camp of 3,000 people. Every
man who bad secured a location was taking
out astonishing quantities of gold dust, ana
the work was kept up through the Winter
by means of drifting.
Instead of working off the sqrface, coveringand exposing the bedrock, a drift

would be started Into the bedrock itself.
Great fires of logs were left to burn over
night, and the next day the ground would
be thawed out sufficiently to work. Everybodyhad money, or, rather, gold dust.

Town Lota at .115,000.
The lota sold, and still sell for as high as

$5,000 each, and in one instance, Georgo
Ross, tlie proprietor of a vaudeville show,
at Forty Mile, paid $8,000 for a lot in the
centre of the town, on which to put up a
new show house. He had been making
money in Forty Mile, but he abandoned
his old place and moved his company to
Dawson City, as soon as his new theatre
was built. This was only a rough board,
barp-like structure, the lumber for which
cost him $100 a thousand feet, while labor
cost $15 a day.
Ross has, since then, according to Ladue,

cleared on an average of $1,000 a night.
The place is comparatively free from crime,
but saloons and gambling games flourish.

Mr. and Mrs. T. S. Lippy, formerly of
San Francisco, also came down on the
steamer. Mrs. Lippy went North with her
husband in April, 1896. their destination
being Forty Mile, where Lippy and his
brothers had a fine paying claim. Sue
was one of the first white women to make
the journey over the big divide and says
she did not find the tup very difficult.
Mrs. Lippy denied emphatically the stories
of starvation in the mining districts of the
far North.
"We enjoyed life exceedingly at F.;rty

Mile," she said. "To oe sure, our amusementsare limited, but mere are a number
of women there now. and we try to make
it as pleasant for each other as possible.
Hi very uouy is uuing wen. i"ne story or
suffering among the miners is newg to me.
I never saw nor heard of any suffering.
We were skimped for some articles, but
there was always plenty to eat. Everybodyhad a good supply of something, and
if one ran out of bacon it was the cus.
tomary thing to exchange with some neighborwho was short of flour or beans. That
is the way we all did and we pot along
very comfortably."
Mr. Llppy brought down 200 pounds of

pure gold valued at .$48,000. Another passengerwas M. C. Sloss. who went to
Alaska last Spring on a tour of inspection
of the Alaska Commercial Company's stations.He, too, gives glowing accounts of
the richness of all the mining dietrlots.
