In all the police found forty-two paw
kets on Bellwood. Twelve of these ret
rented Marcus & Co.'s goods, valued 1:
at |25,000, for which he had secure

,400. The other thirty tickets reprt
nted property, all jewelry studded wit
iamouds and other precious stones, o:

fhlch the aggregate of $6,500 had been ad
tranced. The value of all the jewelr,
pawned is estimated at close to $100,000.
Bellwood was at first defiant, declarin

that the police must have made some mis
take in arresting him. He denied that h
had been guilty of anything warrantin;
such a proceeding on their part, but afte
he was searched and the pawntickets wet
brought to light, he broke down and cor
fessed his guilt.
He said it was all due to the races, tha

re had had no idea of ever pawning th
rwelry, but 'that his losses on the tracl
ad been heavy and he had hoped to r«
rup rbem. So he was led on with tha

tJ ^e the gambler to plunge mot
re heavily, and when all was gon

Marked Rise in Wheat One
of the Stimulating

Influences,

SUGAR A GOOD FACTOR.

Enormous Over-Subscription for
Metropolitan Traction Bonds

Also a Market Tonic.

Securities advanced to a higher level of
values during the past week. The stimulatingfactors were the rise in wheat, progresson the tariff bill and the remarkable
success of the Metropolitan Traction loan.
The jump of 10 per cent in the price of
Sugar in two days, although founded on a

false report that the Senate sugar schedule
would be adopted, encouraged buying of
the general list, as it accentuated the fact
that the floating supply of stocks had been
reduced almost to a minimum by absorptioninto the hands of investors or strong
speculative holders. The evidence of this
condition followed by the equally potent
evidence as shown by the enormous oversubscriptionfor the new issue of MetropolitanTraction bonds that the demand from
investors was unabated, had a a tonic Influenceupon values.
The rise in wheat strengthened confidence

In the current level of values, exerting the
most power in the direction of the group of
grain carrying railroads, dubbed in Wall
Street the Grangers. There has been much
talk about the necessity of other countries
coming to the United States for wheat supplies,but speculators pay only half attentionto talk until some overt development
converts supposition Into conviction. Australia,one wheat exporting country, had
already called upon our surplus wheat last
Autumn. Shipments had been made to
South Africa, and even to India, although
the latter shipments were probably made
for speculative effect duriilg the Pall bull
campaign in wheat. The significance of
sales of wheat to Brazil was not grasped
until Argentina, which had supplied the
Brazilian markets, came into our own marketas a buyer of wheat during the past
week. No more conclusive proof could have
been afforded that all of the Southern
wheat exporting countries were removed
from mir njitli ns onmnAtitrvr# in thp wnrlri'si

markets. Then France began to both make
inquiries and buy wheat under cover in this
market. Added to these most important
developments was oflici&l consular proof
that the Rurrian crop will fall below the
average yield.
When it is considered that the world's

stock of wheat is the lightest in this decade
and that our own wheat crop, although
large, is not excessive in yield, it is not
surprising that speculative attention was

directed to wheat. Wheat rose about 17
cents higher than current prices last year,
when conditions were not nearly so bullish
as they now are. That movement was

largely anticipatory of prevailing conditions,but was so far ahead of actual developmentsthat the price fell away about
22 cents per bushel. The supply of contractwheat which can be delivered against
future options sold by elevators and specu-
lators is so small tliut a squeeze or even a
corner In the July option is no an improbability.The contract wneat in Chicago,
the main wheat centre, is less than 3,00i),ubb
bushels, and it not known even in Chicagothat the bulk of this wheat is owned
in Wail Street.
The bulk of the visible supply of wheat

in the country is owned by two men.Armour,of Chicago, and Fillsbury, of Minneapolis.Whether there is a squeeze in the
July option or not, wheat Is certainly sellingbelow the price warranted by intrinsic
conditions. Bear manipulation may check
wheat's upward course momentarily, but it
must ascend to a higher level. Neither the
owners nor speculators in wheat are likely
to sell the actual stuff or the contracts for
its future delivery to the foreign consumersexcept at their own prices. The
small traders who scalp for quick profit
may part with their wheat, but the men
with large holdings are too certain of their
position to relinquish such valuable propertyat prevailing prices. The need of foreignersis demonstrated by the heavy purchasesof cash wheat and contracts for futuredelivery. Never has such a large buyingfor foreign account been witnessed beforeon the eve of the harvest of a great
crop. It must not be overlooked that the
stringency of money made it obligatory
upon wheat holders to part with their holdingsin the Summer and Fall of 1896, and
yet with this depressing influence upon the
market wheat rose 30 cents per bushel
merely on the prospect of the conditions
now actually developed. With money plen-
uruj anu reaauy ouiainanie, ana me predictedconditions verified by actual development,the prophecy of "dollar wheat"
made so freely in wheat circles is not
nearly so Improbable as the average speculator,who Is almost invariably a bear on
wheat, imagines.
The wheat carrying railroads have felt

the impetus of this feeling, which is not
yet distinctly defined in the minds of

speculators and Investors In railroad securities,and have been steadily approachingprices which would have appeared impossiblea fw months ago, but which appearboth reasonable and probable now.

among the wheat carrying railroads has
attracted attention this week.the Chicago
& Great Western. The common stock has
become the most active of the low priced
shares, and as it promises to assume much
prominence in the market, merits close
consideration. The company operates what
is known as the "Maple Leaf route," radiatingfrom Oelwein, la., northerly to
St. Paul, easterly to Chicago and southerly
to Kansas City, embracing about 928 miles
of road. The map reveals that It taps the
Winter and Spring wheat and corn belts,
thus enjoying the benefits of three cereal
crops during the year. The Chicago &
Great Western is the reorganized successor
of the Chicago, St. Paul & Kansas City,
which was more popularly known as the
"Stiekney system." When the old companybegan its career eleven years ago it
was compelled to depend in too large a

measure upon through traffic. During the
past decade, however, the towns and villageshave been building up very fast along
the route, and it now enjoys a full measure
of the local traffic, which is the backbone
of the revenues of all profitable railroad
enterprises. The company also enjoys a

peculiar virtue very uncommon in the
United States.it has no bonded indebtednessoutstanding. In the reorganization

debenture guaranteed preferred and commonstock. The rate of dividend upon
all classes of preference shares ahead of
