Fouf Tennis Expe
PRESIDENT BYRNE TALKS,
Incidentally He Touches Upon an Interviewwith Mr. Freedman and Refersto President Young.
Mr. C. H. Byrne, the president of the

Brooklyn Baseball Club, was recently at
Cincinnati, where, though quite ill, he
found time to be interviewed by a representativeof the Cincinnati Enquirer. When
asked if he had read the interview with
Mr. A. Freedman. published in the New
York Journal, Mr. Byrne replied:
"I read the interview with much pleasure

and edification, as all people who have the
honor of the personal acquaintance of the
president of the New York Club do not
hesitate to admit that when he opens his
mouth only words of wisdom drop from his
lips."
"Do you care to make any comments on

the statements he has mafie?" Mr. Byrne
was asked
"No; I hardly care to pass upon the

sapient remarks of this extraordinary per!son. It would b- a waste of time, for the
reason Mr. Freedman happens, by a peculiarfreak of a usually kind Providence,
to be one of those people who know everything.neverlearn anything and never Concedethat his neighbors have brains or commonsense. To a man of this calibre it
only dignifies him by paying attention to
his vaporings."
"Weil, Mr. Byrne, you have been somewhatprominent in League affairs for many

years; do you not think it proper to make
some comment on the attack Mr. Freedman
has made upon President N. E. Young?"
"Now you tpuch a tender spot, and I do

not hesitate to express my opinion. For
twenty-five years Mr. N. E. Young lias been
the sheet anchor not only of the National
League, but of honest professional baseball
throughout this land. DWing all that time
he has enjoyed, and deservedly so. the
esteem, the confidence and consideration of
every one identified with baseball. Why,
it has even got to such a point that the
great universities will not play against
each other except on the condition that
Mr. N. E. Young will select umpires for
them. And what a situation now confronts
us! Here is an Individual, a consummate
egotist, who not only assails and impugns
Mr. Young's integrity, but does not hesitate
to snv he proposes to drive Mr. Young out
of the League. He is assuming what might
be propertly termed an exceptionally big
contract. I'f there is any going out in this
business I apprehend it Will not be N. E.
Young.
"I have been talking too seriously, I am

afraid, about a matter which should really
be treated with ridicule. Blessings come to
us frequently in disguise, however, and perhaps,after all, this man Freedman may
prove this assertion. .Of course., it must be
conceded that, while every newspaper in
the country and every patron of the game
in every section admits the constant
growth of public interest in the sport, we
have ail been following the wrong road, and
it may be a boon indeed for us to learn
that while we have been walking in darknessfor twenty-five years, constantlyendeavoring to ruin our own
interests and the national game as
well, a modern Moses has appeared
who will lead us out of the darkness, direct
ns in tlio nrnner nnths. so that sunshine
and success will follow his leadership."
"Is not Mr. Freedman a very abl.e man

in your councils?"
"When I was a boy, and every boy has

felt nearly the same way, and a brass band
mhrched through the street, I imagined the
big. heavy man who beat the bass drum
was the most imnortant man in the bandhesurely made the most noise. Mr. Freedmanis a member of our band."
