it seemed a marvel tha. she conld stand upright,waited by the chicken coop crying.
She was told her husband was free.
"Yes," she sobbed, speaking in German,

"but you must not take the hens. They
are all we have."
Again it was explained that there were

no conditions attached to her husband's
freedom, and the tottering old couple went
inside to the kitchen and hugged each other
ami criea togeuier niie cmmien.
Then they eanie ont. and pathetically

promised that at no matter what cost they
would keep the chickens out of the carpenter'scorn.
Alexander McCauley, whose suit sent the

old man to prison, is not the meanest man

in New Jersey, hut his corn is more previousto him than old Bierstetter's hens, or
even his liberty.

Bridgeport, Conn., Sept. 30..Miss Annie
Bunlett, forty years old, called at the
office of the Town Crferk yesterday to obtain
a marriage license, giving David Wakeman
as the prospective groom's name,
Wakeman being one of the best known and
most eccentric men in this city.
At tirst the clerk thought nothing of it,

but when, after the woman had gone, he
recollected that Wakeman was now very
old and suffering from paralysis, he consideredthat probably something might be
amiss, and it would be well for James
Staples, tlie bankeiy who was acting as
acent for Wakeman, to know of the woman'saction.

Staples was noticed, and arrived at
Wakeman's House before the womaii. SeeingWakeman's condition to be one of extremeillness, he succeeded in delaying the
ceremony, old man Wakeman becoming
weaker and weaker, until at last complete
insensibility intervened, and no ceremony
could be performed, as no reply could be
elicited from the expected groom. In that
condition Wakeman remained until the
morning, when hs (lied.
Wakeman was eighty years old. Miss

Bunlett for nearly twenty years -lias kept
house for him. A year ago Wakeman suf
fered from an injury which broke down
his health, although up to that time he wnanunusually vigorous ma^, and managed
his estate, which is valued at $300,000.

TESLA'S LATEST TRIUMPH.

Makes Possible the Creating of Brilliant
Illumination with Vacuum

Tubes.

Nikola Tesla, who, from time to time,
has been surprising the scientific world
by new discoveries of the possibilities of
electricity, has'in his latest machine, he
believes, achieved his greatest success.

He demonstrates the scientific possibility
of creating brilliant illumination by means

of vacuum tubes which are not in mechanicalcontact with the electric source.

The machine represents the patient and
exhaustive study of years, in which calculationswere wrought out which would confoundan expert bank accountant.
The device Is constructed so as to make

one hundred million vibrations a second.
Mr. Telsa thinks this invention will

eventually be of world wide benefit, and
he sees no end of the uses to which it
can be applied. It will prove of special
value for the production of Roentgen rays,
the making of ozone, that subtle form of
oxygen which is to be always found in a
room after electrical experiments, the
making of argon and for electro-therapeutic
treatment of patients.
The light produced by Mr. Tesla's new

method is of greater brilliancy, as has
been demonstrated by photography, than
arc illumination.
By his new method the great electrician

interrupts a current of electricity 60,000,000
or 80,000,000 times a second. The result
is a brilliant while light, though the
vacuum tubes are disconnected and away
from the exciting coils.

THREE TRAINS COLLIDE.

Failure to Turn a Semaphore Results in Loss
of Life and Heavy Damage at

Niagara Junction.

Batavia, N. Y., Sept. 30..A had freight
wreck occurred at this place at G o'clock
this morning on the Lehigh Valley road,
by which one man was killed outright, anotherfatally Injured, and over $75,000 damagedone. Th ^accident occurred at Niag|ara Junction. An east-bound train stopped
at the junction on account of a hot box.
An extra freight crashed into the stnnding
train. The engines and some of the curs

were derailed, but no other damage of eonseqencewas done. A west-bound freight
came along at that instant and crashed
into the two trains already in collision.
This completed the destruction, and cars

and engines were piled in a mass. EngineerMcCarthy, of the westbound train,
was thrown under the engine and received
fatal injuries.
The head brakeman of the train, named

Kimball, was pinioned under a car and
when found was dead.

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SAYS HE TRIED TO
BURN HISJIFE ALIVE.

Young Schultz Thinks His
Father Afterward Did

Murder Her.

Herman Paul Schultz, Suspected
of the Greater Crime, Is

Held for Arson.

The Woman Found Shot to Death in
the Bed They Had Occupied

the Night Before.

TERRIBLE STORY THE SON TELLS.

Declares He Saw Schultz on One Occasion
Pour Oil on the Bed Where Mrs. Schultz

Slept and Then Set the
Place on hire.

In order to appreciate the charge of the
crime of wife murder, which is the real
reason why Herman Paul Scliultz is detainedat Police Headquarters, it is necessaryto go back to January 2, 1893, when

'

the Scliultz family lived at No. 934 Ninth
avenue, (his city. On that night Schultz.
it Is alleged, made an unsuccessful attempt
to burn his w ife and two children to death.
There is te^imony that he sprinkled the
rooms of his house and the beds of his

sleeping wife and children with a mixtureof Inflammatory oils and then ignited
the place.
Firemen recall rescuing the woman and

children from the burning house. Schultz
collected $1,300 in losses from the insurancecompanies. It is said he was chagrinedat not being privileged to gather in
the $1,000 insurance on his wife's life. The
insurance is now payable, since Jlrs.
Scli'ultz was shot dead in the annex of a

Summer boarding house kept by John
Wohlfarth, In Hight Point, ,three miles
from Shohola, Pike County. Pa., on the
night of September 21, 1800. Her bus-
band is the suspected murderer.
Sehultz was examined by a Coroner's

jury at Milford, Fa., and exonerated. Tlien
he came to this city and was rearrested at
the instance of his sons, 'Charles Edward,
nineteen years old. and Williaih, fifteen
years old. Fearful lest he should escape
responsibility for the alleged greater crime,
he was charged with arson, and yesterday
was indicted by the Grand Jury for this
offence. His two son's were the complainingwitnesses. They told a terrible story.

Young Schultz unhesitatingly pronounced
his father the murderer, and he and LawyerCarson tracked him to this city and
had him arrested at the Waveriy Hotel, on
Eighth avenue. The police broke into his
room while he slept Tuesday night, hauled
him out of bed and took him to I'olice
Headquarters.
The story Charles E. Schultz tells begins

with the residence of the family at No.
934 Ninth avenue, where Schultz conducted
a tailoring establishment, the family liv-
ing in rue rear.
"On the night of January 2. 1893." said

young Schultz yesterday, "while looking
through a crack in the shade of the store
window, T saw my father pour oil in a big
wash boiler and stir it with a broom handle.Willie, my brother, had told me
father had sent him to a drug store for
one gallon of benzine, one gallon of turpentineand two gallons of astral oil. He
was mixing these oils when I saw him.
"I knew at once that he intended to set

fire to the house, as he had done before

o'clock, the Rosenberg was caught in the
centre of a revolving tempest from the
southeast that sent enormous billows rollingover her.
A scrap of tarpaulin hoisted in the mizzen

rigging kept her nose to the blast. The
sailors on deck had to lash themselves
to prevent the seas from washing thein

overboard, and two men lashed at the
wheel, kept the bark from falling off In
the trough of tli,e great waves.

The well showed forty inches of water
when the pumps were sounded at 8:30
o'clock. Suddenly at 9 o'clock the tempestceased. It was only shifting, and in a

few moments it swooped down again on

the little bark and carried away the foretopmast and foretop gaflant mast and all
attached rigging.
When the storm blew itself out. at 11

o'clock that forenoon, it was fourtd that
the iron tiller had cracked, but it was partiallyrepaired and the boat bore up for
and reached this port. She anchored at
9 o'clock Tuesday night, as the pilot refusedto take her in.
At 1 o'clock yesterday morning the port

anchor, with fifty fathoms of chain, wa|k
lost. Then the starboard anchor, wUlU
ninety fathoms of chain, to which was attacheda ten-inch ruauillit hawser, was
sent down.
The rudder heath snapped oiT at 4 o'clock,

oiui ilie boat was lielnicss when the lugs
Idlewllde and Haddou Hall reached her
and towed her in.
