lal Advantage.

COOPER'S WORKTHE MOST CONSISTENT.

Bald Came with a Rush Toward the End of
the Season, Though Butler Was

Acknowledged the Marvel
of the Year.

Just as the season of 1894 closed, so has
the cycle racing period of 1896 been brought
to a termination. No champion was
crowned in 1894, and none hag been
crowned in '96. True it is that Bald leads
by a trifling margin, but it is too small to
five him a free claim on the title which he
iieid so indisputably last year. A cham-
pion wnnoui a single nauunai cnauipiuushipto his credit and not even numbered
among the starters in Springfield's big
record race is hardly possible, even though
a rider might wind up a bit in advance of
the others.
Tom Butler won the L. A. W. mile event

at Louisville, and just previous to this defeatedboth Bald and Oooper at Buffalo in
a best two out of three heat race.a most
convincing arrangement for evolving the
fastest man in a-bunch. Again at Springfielddid the marvel of the year come to
the frofit by winning the mile international
on the first day. How Butler became an

that time little Tom was sprinting faster
than any of the others, and no one could
hold him down to^he tape in that last rush
with an unobstructed track. Not endowed
with the physique of the other two, Butler
fell away in his riding in the last fortnight,
but all around his work was wonderful,
coining from such an undersized body, and
placed him beyond cavil in the first flight.
But Tom Cooper rode more consistently

than either Butler or Bald. His campaign on

the big line was longer, and from start to
finish the Detrolter always figured in the
struggle for premier honors. He defeated
any one rider more times than he was defeatedby that rider, and only three times
did he fail to finish ia front in trial heats.
First across the line in four out of five nationalchampionships, winner of the 1$9G
record race, and also the victor in the
muchly tangled invitation heat race at the
meet of the Quill Club Wheelmen, Cooper's
showing was most brilliant. That fall at

Cycle racing oil Sunday Is something that will
not be regarded with extreme favor In many
parts of these United States, but out In the
'West, where marked liberality exists as to what
may be done with propriety on the seventh (lay
of the week, a sentiment is surely gaining
graund in favor of allowing each State Divisionof the L A. W. to decide this question
for itself. In St. Louis and in Santa Monica,
< in'., both riders and officials have been punishedby permanent suspension for being identifiedwith Sunday racing and the end is not
yet. Even Robert M. Welch, the California
member of the L. A. W Racing Board, has
put himself on record as being in favor of allowingthe division to say whether or not this
sort of thing stall be permitted, and there
are many others of the same way of thinking.
But the whole question is one which has

been propounded, argued and settled in connectionwith the management of professional
baseball. The old American Association per-
mitted Sunday baseball, while the National
League was unalterably opposed to the idea.
Then came the amalgamation of the two bodies,
and With it a licensr -to -chose cities which
desi/ed to have games on Sunday. And what
has been the result? Large crowds on Sunday,
but a corresponding decrease in tne weekday
attendance. The pecuniary gain hardly pays
for the loss of patronage of an element which
will ever be opposed to a desecration of the
Sabbath. The class which patronizes cycle
racing is not 5f a "sporty" nature, and Its
members wouftl not be even as lenient in their
censure as are the b&seball enthusiasts, who
wn teh their favorites on weekdays and refrain
from going near them when they play on
Sunday. The L. A. W. cannot afford to alowits divisions to say whether or hot Sunday

tng shall be permitted in their respective
States, ever.

BALD AND COOPER TO RACE
These Champions of the Cycle Path to

Meet in a Series of Races
at a Mile.

Chicago, Oct. 11.."Edward Cannon"
Bald and "Tommie Monarch" Cooper will
meet in a series of three races, best two in
three, at the mile distance, probably with
single pacing.

\\ nen tne men nnisnea tne ixanonai circuitseason in a tie for points, each having65, Cooper issued a challenge to
Bald through the press. Bald was in Chicagolast week, and at that time said that
Cooper could have any amount of his money
that he could win. Cooper will be heavily
backed by his employers, who are very
anxious to make the match.
The three races will be run, probably, one

at Louisville, the second at New Orleans
and the third to be decided after the result
of the first two, if necessary.
Final arrangements are now being made,

and in the present condition of the men

probably no match could be made that
would excite more interest than this.

Ward's Baseball Gossit).
There have been two radical changes in the

rules of baseball that have had a curious effect
on the game. The changes in question were.

the abolition of the distinction between the high
and low ball, making any ball good between the
knee and shoulder, and removing the pitchers'
position farther from the batter. The result is
curious, because it seems to have exactly reversedthe former order as to the batting. It
used to be that all the leading batters were

big men. Under the present rules they are
mostly smaller men.
Formerly we expected, as a matter of course,

to see some big man at the head of the list,
and for years Anson, Brouthers, Connor, Kelly,
Gere, Dalrymple, Hines and men of that size had
it all their own way. But in recent years the
smaller men have gone to the front. Burkett,
Irlln Vina lod Uio the nast two vears With
remarkable averages, la a small mail. Jenidngs,
who was formerly a poor hitter, and whom
Manager Barnie had to release from Louisville
for that reason, Is now a wonderful batter,
though In size no larger than Burkett. "Little
Billy" Keeler, who Is but little bigger than
"Tot" Murphy, Is one of the hardest hitters In
the game. And so, as you examine the records,
you will see that the majority of the big hitters
in the game to-day are medium-sized or small
men. And this is so, apparently, not because
the big men have gone back, for Delehanty,
Anson, Thompson, Connor and such others are
still good stickers, but because the smaller men
have come forward. The abolition of the distinctionbetweeen high and low balls affect
short men less than the taller, because the
former have less space to guard.
And the removal of the pitcher's position gave

the small men a chance for their lives. At
the short distance the principal consideration
in the mind of a small man, when he faced
the terrific speed of a Rusie, was to avoid being
hit himself. But as soon as he got the pitcher
f*r enough away to give him a fair chance to
dodge, he acquired the confidence necessary to
stana up ana nit me oau. t ear or serious uuuuy
Injury always was the main cause of poor hitting,and big men used to lead, not because of
superior skill, but because they were less Influencedby this fear. The batting during the
past season has been wonderfully fine, and in
looking over the list we find several of our
Giants well np toward the top. Tiernan, Van
Haltren and Joyce were especially strong, and
several of the others are above the .300 mark.
And, by the way. this improvement in hitting
seems not to have confined itself to the players
alone. A prominent club official is said to be
acquiring quite a record as a sticker.

It was a wise move on the part of President
Freedman to sign as many of this season's
players as possible, without any delay. In
these times of mysterious conferences it 1=
just as well to make sure of having enough
men unaer contract to torm a team, no matterwhat eventuation affairs may have it does
not cost the club any more, and 3iay prove a
valuable anchor to wiwlward. \Vhether or not
we are-to have any new facea has not as yet
een announced. The team niade such a strong

p h that the management may not deem >t
nect T to make any ch£jges.
One is. pret+- certain; the club is not

likely to tge in the kindergarten
method of its players. Of all the
array of won ' whom we heard so much
when the club was in Florida last Spring, only
one or two are left, and their hold has been
extremely shaky. It is much cheaper for a
club like New York to pay the price tor, tried
men than to attempt to develop them. The
New York team could be strengthened by the
addition of another first -class pltelvr of
Meekin's calibre, and it might be possible
also to improve one of the fields.

The Baltlmores have at last reached the
height of their ambition. After three trials,
they are finally Temple Cup winners, and thus
stand on the pinnacle of baseball fame. It Is
somewhat curious that in each series for the
cup the winners have win with a rush. In 1894
New York won with four successive victories.
In 1895 Cleveland won four out of five, an 1 now
Baltimore wins with four straight. This does
not necessarily indicate that there was that
much difference in relative strength. It means
only that, the series being a short one, the winnersgot the other fellows "going." as it is exDressedin baseball, and then maintained the
pace until the series was won.

Walcott is
well-known in this section, having met and defeatedall of our best light, welter and middle
weights until his memorable battle with "iKid"
Lavigne in this same arena, where he suffered
defeat. He has since fought a twenty-round
contest with "Sealdy Bill" and was declared the
winner after a hurricane battle of twenty rounds.
"Scaldy" has always held that he was virtaally
in his efforts to secure a return match. To-night
will settle their dispute and decide which is the
better man. "Scaldy Bill" was practically an
unknown fighter when he arrived in this city
last Winter, but the quick way in which he
disposed of all his opponents brought him prom-
inontly before the sporting public. His style is
peculiar: he is very fast with his hands, quick
on his feet and manages by clever maneuvering
to evade punishment when apparently cornered.
He hits very hard with both hands.
The preliminary is probably one of the best

ever given in the F,nst, as it nresents two
men of first class ability, both of whom have
aspirations for the middle-weight championship.
They are Dick O'Brien, of Boston, and Dick

their football news served up in accurate style. '
College graduates all over the country want to
know how the eleven of their Alma Mater is
getting along and what the prospects are. A
football man on one college team desires to learn
the true state of affairs in the ranks of the rival
elevens. But they want news tbey can depend
upon. It must be confessed that from a news-

paper standpoint It is no easy matter to secure

a good "college correspondent." There are many J
reasons for this which it is not necessary to explainhere. The Journal has solved the problem,
however; at least, so far as the football news |:
of Harvard, Yale, Princeton and Pennsylvania
is concerned and football men generally are 1
invited to look for accurate football news in the
columns of. this paper.
The reports and criticisms rrom Cambridge,

New Haven, Princeton and Philadelphia are
written by men who are either playing on the
teams or have pjayed on tnem in days gone by.
This does not necessarily mean that reports
from these men carry discouraging news of the
elevens about whicl they write; on tb6 contrary,the progress of the teams are accurately
noted, and the encouraging signs pointed out.
For instance, in the page or rootball criticism
the Journal printed on Sunday, the principal
news from Harvard was: "The second week of
regular practice of the Harvard team has developedsome encouraging features. The first is
in the abundance of good material that has appearedupon the field. With the addition of
VVheeler, Bouve and Frank Shaw, the prospect
for a strong, heavy line is assured * »
