CHUCKLING AT THE "JINGO" PRESS.

Extreme Members of the German Colonial
Council Think Said Khalib's Removal

from Zanzibar Was a Hard Slap
at England.

Berlin, Oct. 11..The lull in the excitementover affairs in the East continues,
the newspapers having decided to await
the developments which are expected to
follow the departure of the Czar from
Erance before resuming their campaign
of agitation.

service, who is the bearer of an autograph
letter from the Sultan to the Kaiser, GeneralGrumbkoff Is accompanied by the
Sultan's Ambassador, Ghalib Bey, who
will also be received ¥ the -Kaiser. The
mission of General Grumbkoff, according
to the semi-official Berlin Post, is one of
-eat political importance.
In the meantime an interview with GeneralGrumbkoff appears in a Berlin paper,

in which the Turkish Commissioner vigorouslydefends the action of the Sultan and
the leading Turkish officials; contending
that no man occupying the Turkish throne
would fulfil the demands of the powers unconditionally.
The Sultan of Turkey, he maintains, must

always take into consideration the probable
effect of the fulfilment of such demands
upon the Mohammedan populace; otherwisethere would be great danger of an

outbreak of Moslem fanaticism leading to
the total annihilation of the Christians
within the empire.

Colonial Questions for Iliscnssion.
The German Colonial Council will hold

a meeting on October 19. The programme
of the meeting embraces discussion of the
Colonial Budget" and the questions of
slavery and slave trading, the military obligationsof settlers in Southwest Africa, the
training of colonial officials and the matter
of penal procedure regarding natives.

In addition to discussion of these questions.the recent events in Zanzibar, includingthe matter of the removal from
Zanzibar of the usurping Sultan, Said
Khalib. by a German warship will receive
the attention of the meeting. The more
extreme members of the Colonial Council
regard the removal of Said Khalib to
Pares-Salam as an important score in fai*>r
of eGrmany and against Great Britain, and
are chuckling at the furious utterances of
the English "jingo" press in regard to the
mcident.
These extremists profess to regard the

Said Khalib affair as being fraught with
most valuable results to Germany, and believethat something serious is imminent,
from the facts that the British warship St.
George, the flagship of the Cape and West
Africa station, which sailed southward
from Zanzibar on September 24, has been
ordered to return to Zanzibar, and that the
cruiser Gibraltar, from Salonica, has beep
ordered to Join her. The Gibraltar is now
passing through the Suez Canal.

THE AUCTION MARKET A FAILURE.

Dnly One Public Sale of Importance Last
Week, and That Was Adjourned

During Slow Progress Until
After Election.

While there were few events of especial
importance to chronicle in the real estate
