TO HAVE A PIER GARDEN.

Mayor Strong Approves Plans for One to Ee
Located at the Foot of East

Third Street.

The first free pier roof garden will be
constructed ou the east side of the city.
It will be at the foot of East Third street,
and will be ready for the woDaen and
children of that densely populated districtby May 1 next year.

Tl^is is a work which has engaged the
attention of philanthropists for several
years. Dr. Cyrus Edson, when he was

physician to the Board of Health, stated
that the piers around the city could all be
converted into breathing places and save a

thousand children every year. The terrific,
heat the past summer stirred the city
omciais IIIIO acuvuy.

Docks' of the Board of Aldermen, consistingol' John I'. Windolph, Henry L. School,
Joseph T. Hackett, Thomas Dwyer and
Frank J. Goodwin, were prompted to make
the first move. They suggested that the
experiment be tried at the foot of East
One Hundred and Fourteenth street. A
Consultation with the Dock Commisssioners
followed and these gentlemen thought the
One Hundred and Twelfth street pier was
better adapted for the purpose.
Commissioner Einstein took a lively interestin the project and he was left to deal

with the Aldermen. After many interviews
with Chairman Windolph and Mayor Strong
he came to the conclusion that it would be
wiser to make a test of the value of a pier
roof garden in a district where the populationwas larger. He therefore proposed the
Third street plan. He submitted his Ideas
to the Engineer-in-Chief of the Dock
Board, with the result that plans and specificationswore prepared. It was shown
that for a sum of about $45,000 a fine steel
pier garden could be made and embellished
wun plants ana nowers ana uneu «nu an

the necessary seats for women and children.
When he submitted it to the Mayor the- latterat once sent for Mr. Windolph and
urged him to accept it, on the ground that
it would be much more beneficial downtownthan up in Harlem. The Alderman
accepted the plans for himself and his colleagues,and in a resolution passed this
week they thanked the Mayor for the interesthe had shown and urged the Dock
Commission "'to hasten the work with as
much expedition as possible."
On Thursday the plans were to have been

acted upon at the Dock Board meeting, but
Engineer Green and Consulting Engineer
Kendall had not completed the specifications.Commissioner Monks, moreover,
wanted to go over the working drawings
with an architect, so the matter was laid
over until to-morrow. The structure will
be ornamental in design, covered above, but
open at the sides, which will be protected
by light, strong, steel railings. There will
be a stand for an orchestra, and the Aldermenmay order music there one or two
evenings a week.
As at present arranged, the garden will

accommodate about eight hundred of the
Eleventh Ward people at a time. It wili
be elevated above the pier on stout stee;
pillars and the flooring will be of Iron and
asphalted over. It Is proposed to erect foui
more during 1897, providing the Legislature
can be induced to make an anproprlation.
as the texpense must be met by a sale oi
city bonds.
