A championship team must have the

best interference to gain ground. This
is what George Woodruff knew when he,
for the first time, sprung his famous
"guards-back" system of interference on
Princeton three vears aco. The same

formation, with minor changes, is being
used at present. This is the way it is
played: (
The eleven line up, with the backs in

their usual place, and the guards four feet
back of their ordinary positions in the
line. The ends are played in the line and
with the tackles more in close to centre
and present to the opposing team five men

in the line, instead of seven.
With this formation it is possible to

work any play. For example, suppose
the captain wished to run the right half
around left end. He gives the signal,
the right guard runs over behind the left
guard, and the men run according to the
dotted lines in the following diagram:

Here, as may be seen, four men get
directly into the interference. The men all
start hard and fast, the left guard takingthe first outside man, the right guard
the neXt, the left half takes the opposing
end-rush, and the runner goes down the
field with full back in front to nut awav .

guard or taekle, the formation is practicallysimilay. The signal is given, say, for
the fullback just to the left of centre.
"Guards left," says the pian who is runningthe team, and the right guard runs

over and lays both hands on the left guard's
hips. The ball is snapped, the guards tear
for the line, and, as they strike it, turn
around, pushing all the while, and grab
the runner. The other backs and nontangledup line men push, the guards hold
the runner 011 his feet until there is a

clear field toward the opponents' goal.
Then they push him forward for as big a

gain as possible.
Many readers would like to understand

how George Woodruff manages to still
work the quarter back effectively in
the face of a new rule aimed especially at
this formation. The full text of this rule
is as follows:

"If, when the ball is put in play, five
players, not Including the quarter back,
be behind the line of scrimmage, and inside
of the positions occupied by the players
at the ends of said line, then two of these
players must be at least five yards back
of this llnd. But all of these players may
be nearer than five yards to the line of
scrimmage, if two of them are outside of
the positions occupied by the players at
the end of said line."
Stated in another way, the parallelogram

formed by the line of five men, a line five
yards back, and having for side3 lines
drawn at right angles to the line where
the ball is down, through the end positions,
must not contain more than three men be-
sides the quarter back. In the following the
shaded portion shows the parallelogram
meant:

end. In this play, signal being given, supposefor left end fake, and ball snapped,
the left end comes tearing along the line,
makes a vicious movement toward the ball
offered to him by the quarterback and followsthe whooping, rushing interference
toward the right end. The full back stands
still until all have passed, then receives
the ball from the qu«rterback, and with
him and the left tackle for interference
tears straight down the left field. The
other fake seemed very similar, the bluflt
being to give it to some half for a ta< kie
kick, and eventually passing it to another
man in the back field for a run in the
opposite direction.
