"Spain is at the end of her resources.

Blood and treasure are both nearly exhausted.Her coffers are empty, and she
is recruiting her Cuban army with children.Day by day the drain upon her

treasury continues, and every twenty-four
hours brings her nearer defeat. Her
credit is gone, and the inevitable successof the insurgents is recognized by the
bankers and capitalists to whom Spain has

appealed, and from whom she has had
refusals of assistance.
The commander of the Spanish army

on the island can do nothing to force an

Issue. The insurgents retreat to their
hills and cannot be followed. The seersucker-cladSpanish youths die of fever
beside the Trocha, and each setting sun

marks a step nearer victory ror me vuuu«».

This will end before another Summer Is

over. If Spain Is not victorious before
the rainy season sets In the Spanish forces

will be withdrawn, and the President of

the Onban Republic will establish head-

quarters in Havana. There is absolutely
nothing, however, on which to base the

assumption that Weyler can grasp victory
within sixty days. Five times the present
Spanish force could hardly accomplish
such a result.
"The Cubans will never storm and cairy.

Havana,'* continued the official. "They
have heretofore outgeneralled the Spanish
and have made victory possible in their
own way with only 30,000 men against
150,000. When they enter Havana, it will

CONSTITUTION FOR CUBA.

Local Leaders at Work Upon a Plan of Governmentfor the Looked-for
Republic.

Anticipating the early evacuation of
Cuba by Spain, the Cuban leaders of New
York are taking steps to form a constitution-con tiio l-Annhlie. A nrellminary or-

ganlzatlon with this work In hand has alreadybeen fbrmed and in a few days the

organization will be made permanent. The
call for the first meeting was issued by
Enrique J. Verona, Francisco Figueras,
Nicolas Heredia and Emilo del Junco.
About fifteen prominent Cubans of this

city attended the meeting. The four men

who Issued the call were authorized to

prepare a plan of permanent organization
so mat tne worK can De carneu ou systematically.They will be ready to report
within a few days, but while the formal
steps are being taken t.he leaders in the
movement have considered the various
plans of government under whicH free
Cuba could best act and the sentiment
of all, it was stated yesterday, is that
nothing better than the Constitution of
the United States, with slight modifications,could be adopted.
The chief significance of the action o# the

Cuban leaders is that they regard ' tie-

feat of Spanish forces as an immediate probability.They are so confident of an early
victory that they talk of the Spanish army
sailing for home before the dawn of the
New Year. When the island is evacuated
it is intended that a constitutional conventionshall be held immediately, and in
order that there may be no long delay
with intervening controversies among the
victors, it is planned that a form of governmentprepared by the Cubans in this
country and made legally correct by able
American lawyers, shall be ready for submissionto the convention of free Cubans.

TREASURER GUERRA'S. VIEWS.
Senor B. J. Guerra, treasurer of the

Cuban Junta, is one of the leaders in the
movement. He said yesterday that he consideredit an important part in what is
now being done to achieve Cuban independence.
"We are sure of victory," he added."The Spanish army will evacuate Cuba beforethe end of the Winter campaign. Wehave information concerning the news inthe Journal this morning that if GeneralWeylei does not defeat the Insurgents beforethe first of the year, the UnitedStates Government will take action. In

any event wo are surs to win, but aftervictory what?"

A SENATE NOT IN FAVOR.
"The discussions that have already arisen

indicate that all the Cuban leaders believe
the basis of our new government should, be
the Constitution of the United States, with
a few modifications. We think, for instance,that it would be inadvisable to have
a Senate. In all countries the body correspondingto the Sennte of the United States
is for the aristocracy. We will have no
aristocracy in free Cuba. We want a Congresselected by the people to frame the
laws, and a President elected by popular
vote, rather than an electoral college, to
execute them. It is possible that the constitutionwe prepare will provide for a
longer Presidential term of onice than thero
is in the United States. That is to be considered.The Cabinet will probably be

of all American countries, and make use
of the best features of such. The object
that will always be kept In mind will be to

was divided during the Ten Years' War
four States were created, but now it forms
itself more naturally into six divisions. It
is proposed that each division shall have a
say In the government according to Its
population, I. for one, do not believe in
giving a small State equal representation
with a large State, as Is done in the Senate
of this country.
"The question of the United States Government'sattitude toward Cuba after the

war depends to a great extent on how the

in fact, If not on paper. We are preparinga plan of government, however, on
the theory that Cuba will stand alone."
Mr. Guerra explained that the present

eonstitution of the Cuban provisional governmentis Intended only as the basis of a
form of government during the military
period. It provides for a President, Secretaryof State. Secretary of the Treasury,
Secretary of the Interior and Secretary of
War. It will continue in force after Spanishevacuation until a new constitution is
adopted.
