Instances Quoted in Regard to This
from the Awards Made at
Orange Last Week.

ALL AROUND GOOD ONES ARE RARE.

Some of the Money Earnars at Orange Are
Likely to Make Their Mark This
Wesk at Madison Square
Garden,

To forecast events at this year's Horse
Bhow Is particularly difeunlt, especlally in
the harness classes, for which many new
pomers are entered. Performances at local
ghows may to some extent act as a guide,
but it Is praverbial that esuntry judgments
are often raverssd at Modilson Square Gar
den.

As nn Instance of how Jjudges changiy
thelr opinlons about horses, recent des
clsions at Orange may be quoted. Mr.
Gould Brokaw's four—Meteor, Ruth, Golden
Star and Comet—which will appear In
alngle and double harnéss, tandem and
four-in-hand, In New York, were judged
there. In slogle harness—style, conforma-
tion, hock action and high-stepping to be
eonsldered—Meteor won the first night over
Mr. Ladew's Gay Boy. The second even-
Ing Meteor and his mate; Ruth, won over
Gny Boy and Cock Iobin ay s palr.

Gay Boy, however, later got the rosette
a8 the champlon single hnrness horse of
the sha'w, and with Cock Robin got the
champldnship ne a palr, In the park four-
In-hand class, horses only to count, Meteor,
Itiuth and their wheelers won, Gay Boy
and his company being annoticed. Golden
Btar, who was placed reserve at Brook-
Irn, to the great horse, Moanarch, won at
Orvange, a5 a pair with his mate, but
when shown single was put second to the
Eray, Consuelo.

When sliown in tandem ot Orange, Ruth
and Meteor were ignored, &s the judges
declared them to be n matehed palr, not
fitted for a tandem, where the whesler
‘shoald bave more substance than the
lender, besldes some advantage n height.
Gny Boy and Cock Hobln were put on top.
Now the questlon arlses, If these Iast
named lorses were so different In con-
formation as to win when Ultched tan-
dem, how conld they possibly be deemed
A mntched palr in the other classes In
which they appearsd together nnd won?

This Is a point in judging that visitors
should watch carefully. Iorses entered
In half & dozen classes cnteh the Judges'
eyes, anid are ranked over others better
fitted for honors under particular condl-
o Tteas are Apt to be ovec-luflnenced
by bkt wsivct trinl thes & n horite or a
pair In a turn or tw round the ring.
While Jodges' trials are all very well ia
thelr way, it is impossible for o’ driver to
decide upon a Horse's pecullarities by

They May Now Assume the
Burden of Supplying
Gold for Export.

Flood of the Precious Metal Into

Their Vaults Tends to Put
It in Circulation.

First Step Will Be in the Payment of
Clearing House Balances
in Cain.

HOARDERS ANXIOUS TO DISGORGE.

Maney Lying Idle First Finds Investment in
Securities, and to This Fact Is
Largely Due a Rise in
Values.

The banks nre contemplating the resump-
tlonof specie payments. This statementmiay
sound somewhat odd, as few lave realized
that the banks bave suspendedl specle pay-
ments, but that was definitely done In Feb-
raary, 1802, when the banks refused to
supply gold for export and for the pay-
ment of Government dues. That action
threw the burden of eupplying gold upon
the Trensary, and eventually fTorced the
issnes of bonds by the Governmment which
aroused go much complaint.

It had been the custom of the banks
previously to that time ta farnish gold to
exporters whenever the balance of foreign
exchange required the shipment of the
preclous gold to forelgn copntries; The
banks did not,of conrse, refuse gold to thelr
depositors at all thwes, but exercised their
option to do st and at periodieal intervals
would not surrender gold to any one:. The
direct result of thle metion of the bapks
was the disappearaoce of gold In customs
payments, the settlement of exchanges he-
tweon banks in all forms of money except
gold and the Inability of the Treasury to
gain gold save by direct purchage.

Gold Began to Disappear.

Gold disappesred from general dolronla-
tlon, and the hoarding of mouney during
the troublous perlod of the last half de-
eade was generilly in the férm' of pgolll.
Since the election the metal hos been com-
]lug into the banks in such a flood that the
bunks are beginnlug to see thelr way clear
to what can be termed the resumption of
specle payments.  ‘The private hoards of
the yellow eoin are believed to be enor-
mous, and when all objeet Is romoved for
thie retention of It, the bankers belleve Lhint
it will come forth from Its hiding places in
vast quantity., There Las as yet Deen no
concerted actlon n the mattey, but so many
of the lending bankers dre agréed upon the
ntilty of the actlon that an adoption of
this polley Is only n questlon of a short
time.
