Chairman Hackett Says They
Want Him Secretary of

the Treasury.
But Th is Does Not Mean an End

to the Local Republican
Fight.

Would Climb the Band Wagon in Time
to Lay Claim to Treasury

Patronage.
FIGHT MAY MOVE TO WASHINGTON.

With the Tioga Chieftain in the Senate It Is
Possible, Should Hostilities Continue,

That the New Administration
Might Be Worried

Cornelius N. Bliss, treasurer of the RepublicanNational Committee, will have
the support of the Republican organizationin this State in his candidacy for
Secretary of the Treasury in the Cabinet
of President-elect McKinley.
"We are for Mr. Bliss for this place,"

declared Chairman Charles W. Hackett
last i^ght, "and we will advocate his appointment."
This statement, coming from Mr. Hackett,who is Mr. Piatt's right hand man,

did not cause any surprise among the
politicians, and it was generally regarded
as an acknowledgment that Piatt and his
lieutenants have become convinced that
Mr. Bliss will be made a member of Major
McKlnley's official household, and they
want to climb on the band wagon in time
in order to lay claim to some of the
patronage that Mr. Bliss, as the head of
the Treasury Department, would have to
bestow.
That little dinner given to Chairman

Hanna by Whitelaw Reid opened the eyes
of the Plattites, and they are perfectly
aware that Mr. Bliss and his friends are

going to wield considerable influence with
the next Administration. They also are

good enough politicians to know that oppositionto Mr. Bliss now would only injure
mem.

It seems as good as settled that Mr. Bliss
Is to have the place. Chairman Hanna is
known to favor his appointment, and anythingthat Hanna approves of is likely to
be approved by Major McKinley.
The appointment of Mr. Bliss will put an

end to the hopes of several other Republicans,including General Horace Porter,
Warner Miller and Whltelaw Reid, who
have been credited with ambitions to help
direct the policy of the McKinley Administration.
The friends of General Porter say he resignedhis place as vice-president of the

Pullman Palace Car Company only after
a distinct promise had been made to him
that he was to receive a Cabinet portfolio.,

suid, would like to be made Secretary of
State.
There was a well defined rumor in circulationlast night that National CommitteemanHenry C. Payne, of Wisconsin, is to

be made Postmaster-General, Mr. Payne
is a very wealthy man and has been one of
Mr. Hanna's most trusted advisers during
the campaign just closed. He was at the
Chicago headquarters every day during the
campaign, and it is saiil that the question
of his goifig into the Cabinet rests entirely
with himself.
Scores of other names are heard in connectionwith the various places, but it is

not believed that anything lias been settled
except the Treasury, and everybody ap#pears to think that Mr. Bliss is absolutely
certain to be called to that place.
The announcement by Mr. Hackett that

the Piatt machine is for Mr. BHss, the
knowing ones say, must not be taken to
mean that there is to be an end to hostilitiesbetween the rival Republican factions
here, but that this ostensible support on
the part of Mr. Piatt is simply a stroke of
good politics of the variety that he generallyplays. There is to be no burying of
the hatchet between Piatt and his foes, but
the fight bhls fair to be waged with more
bitterness than ever before. The leuders
of the McKinlev League, which organizationwill form the nucleus of the contemp'ed movement against Plattifcm, declare

not desert the men in this State who supportedhim for the nomination against
those persons who Tought mm most Ditterly.They say that the New York patronage
will not"be given to Piatt's henchmen. If
this programme is carried out.and there
are many reasons for believing It will be.
it will mean war to the knife in this State.

David Bennett Hill as United States Senatorfrom New York, and no one doubts
that, if Major McKinley attempts to ignore
Piatt's organization, the Tioga leader will
do all he can to tie up all nominations sent
In by the President.

the city he has received visits from Chair
man Hackett and from men who luJV<-

them in their attempts to secure control of!
the party machinery of the State.

Capt, Flint, Dismissed, Goes
to Washington to Explain

a Thing or Two,

Commissioners of Civii Service
Expected to Make a Rigid

Investigation.
Flint's Friends Say He Had to Take

Blame That Belonged to RailroadWatchmen.

STORIES OF SYSTEMATIC PILFERING

Allegations of a Portuguese Girl, Though
Declared False, Led to the Dismissalof Flint and Several

Others.

The dismissal of Captain Wilbur F.
Flint, in charge of the night watch on
PMltu Talc, i.l I

moj ivuu vu u. lifjiu luvcoug«-|
tion of the City Immigrant Landing Bureau.1
Captain Flint, who is a war veteran and'

a civil service man, was dismissed on October28, and at the same time John O'Neill,
a night watchman, and one of the night
matrons, were also told to go. Night EngineerChapman was discharged about a
week before.
The Captain went to Washington last

Tuesday io lay his cast! before tlie Commissionerof the Civil Service, and a dispatch
from Washington last night said that the
cases were to be reopened at once. It is
expected that the oftieial history of Ellis
Island for at least a year will be looked
into.
The recommendations for the dismissals

arc said to have come from'Assistant CommissionerMacSweeuey, and it is also assertedthat the reason for investigation is
the allegation that neither Captain Flint
nor any of the others had a proper chance
to rebut charges.
The charges, It see'nts, were not specific.

Dr. Sonner when spoken to said:
"A general laxness of discipline among

the night force necessitated a change."
Something; Hack of It.

It is understood there is a great deal
back of this very general statement, accordingto the men acquainted with the
ins and outs of it all, and it is reported
that the Commissioner of Civil Service at
Washington heard something of it and determinedto investigate.

practically, one year ago, when he was appointedcaptain of the night watch, after
two years' service as a night watchman.
The night captain is supposed to be vested
with authority over all night employes on

the island, but Captain Flint, it is said,
found that the night employes of the ItailroadImmigrant Pool were a law unto
themselves and refused to recognize Co
tain Flint's authority in anything.
His friends say it was not long before

f-Ojmul that'- the railroad night watch
were sleeping oncost, and that the
quantity of immigrants' luggage in i

railroad baggage room was left practical!.,
unguarded. The shore front of the island
was not patrolled, and river thieves could
easily make a landing without detection.
He reported this to Assistant CommissionerMacSweeney, and also to Joint

Agent Faulkner.
It was pointed out that the dials in

various parts of the baggage room, which
the watchmen are sunnosed to "punch"
once an hour, would show whether they
were awake, and it was also suggested that
Mr. Faulkner have a detective watch the
men. Nothing was done. This occurred
six months ago.

Humors of Pilfering.
Rumors of a system of petty pilfering

from immigrants' baggage were soon whisperedabout. Mr. Faulkner did not discoverthis, but it came to the eats of AssistantCommissioner MacSweeney, and lie

called in Captain Flint and others of the

night watch to see what they knew about
it. They told him how a night watchman
had once displayed a suit of clothes, which
lie said lie had obtained at a pawn shop,
where a railroad man had placed ir. The
fact tliat a railroad night watchman had
also displayed pawn tickets came out, as

well as the fact that complaints had been

Captain Flint was
reprimanded.Not long after this a Portuguese girl was
found one morning in the coal sheds in the
rear of the main building. She said sin*
had offered a night watchman $10 to take
her in a rowboat to Jersey City; that lie
had pocketed the money and then had assaultedher. After this she told several
contradictory stories, hut finally declared
that Night Engineer Chapman was her asjgallant.
