COAST DEFENCES.

Protection of Our Sea Ports
Has Now Assumed Great

importance,
A/ithin the Past Few Months
More Has Been Done Than

for Years Before.

^ew York City Is Now Well Guarded
from an Enemy's Attack by

Sound or Harbor.

SUBMARINE MINES ARE PLANNED.

Network of Harbor Torpedoes Placed in
Ten-Foot Squares Would Make It

Impossible for a Hostile
Ship to Escape

Washington, Nov. 16..The progress of
he work of protecting our sea ports has
icquired ail importance only second to the
:ondition of our navy. The work done
luring the past few months has been far
n excess of the work done in as many
'ears heretofore.a fact that is mainly
lue to the generous appropriations of the
ast Congress.
Little reliable information regarding tbe

vork done on our fortifications has been
ivailable heretofore, but to-day couspderblewas gleaned from the advance proofs
if the report of the Chief of Engineers,
J. S. A., relating to fortifications. This reiortshows such a striking advance during
he past year in preparing defences fdf
ur coast cities, that it is believed that
vithtu a very few years these cities, inteadof being at the mercy of any invadiigpower, will be fully and completely proected.
Nineteen per cent of the work provided
or by the continuing appropriation of last
ear will be completed uy the end of the
alendar year 1807. Including the approbationsof June 0, 1890, congress has
lade provisions for the following emplacelents:Twelve-inch guns, hydraulic lifts, 2;
rout pintal disappearing, 9; nou-disappeartg;10; ten-inch guns, central pintal disppearing,1; front pintal disappearing, 04;
on-disappearing, 1; eignt-iucn guns, front
intal disappearing, 25; hve-inch rapid-lire,
2; six-pounder rapid Are, 4; twelve-inch
lortars, 150.
The total armament for coast defence
omprises 00 10-incli guns, 202 12-incli guns,
79 10-lnch guns.

ENGLAND'S NEW DEFENCES.

Two Atlantic Fleets Hereafter Instead of One,
Ships for the Pacific.

Victoria, B. C., Nov. 16..Having made
Esquimault and Victoria impregnable by
land defences, the British War Office is
now moving to make the former one of the
strongest strategic points in the Empire.
Private advices from Admiral Stephenson
say the North Atlantic and North Pacific
squadrons are to be rehabilitated at once.
At Halifax the present fleet will be reinforcedby the Terrible, one of the enormousfirst-class cruisers of 14,000 tons,

and a similar vessel will come to Esquimaultwith three attendant torpedo boat
destroyers. This Will make n force of
5,000 men at the station there under chargeof the Admiral. As to the Atlantic, there
will be two fleets, one at Halifax, and one
at the West Indies, instead of one fleet
summering North and wintering South.
These will comprise the heaviest naval
force maintained by Great Britain away
from home waters, and the South African
fleet may act with these in either ocean
to -rotect a reliable route should anv European"ower close the Suez Canal. Plans
are now being made, it is said, to provide
protection along the line of the Canadian
Pacific .ailroad, wherever damage or delaymight be caused by action of a hostile
power.
