"REFORMS" ARE ONLY SUCH IN NAME.

Germans Enter a Vigorous Protest Against the
Wholesale Manufacture of "Doctored"

Winesand Spirits, Much of Which
Comes to America.

Berlin, Nov. 29..The verv latest advices
received here from St. Petersburg, through
official channels, confirm the reports of
coming changes in the administration of
the affairs of the Russian empire. The
advices, however, discredit the reports of
an Anglo-Russian entente.
The view of the situation in Russia most

generally taken in official quarters here
is that the Czar has not yet acquired
sufficient confidence in himself, or in any
particular Minister, to warrant him in venturingupon a chansre in the foreign policy
established by the late Minister of ForeignAffairs, Prince Lobanoff, and that for
some time to come the foreien policy
in force in Russia must necessarily be tentative.
In the meantime the influence of M.

Nelidoff the Russian Ambassador to Turkey,and an aspirant to the Foreign Ministry,is dominant., which is regarded here
as implying a continuation of Russia's protectionof the Sultan, her absolute rejection
of all schemes for European interference in
Turkey, financial or otherwise, and her intentionto act in the capacity of tutor to
the Sultan until he shall become practically
a vassal of the Czar.

Rnssiu Will Stand Firm.
mis view is taaen as an explanation 01

the fact that the scheme of M. Hanotaux,
French Minister of Foreign Affairs, for the
adjustment of the Turkish finances has
been rejected by' Russia. Concerning this
scheme the inspired St. Petersburg Viedomostifrankly says:
"The French proposal to add a Russian

representative to the Board of Commissionersof the Ottoman debt would be dearly
bought by the sacrifice of Russia's present
exclusive control of Constantinople.
"The lead taken by the late Prince Lobanoffhas been followed by M. Nelldoff,

who has succeeded in wiping out every
European influence in Turkey. With Englandset aside, the Dreibund nowhere and
the Czar lord parapiount at the Yildlz
Kiosk, why should Russia do anything exceptwait, when, instead of venturing upon
war, she will be able to dispose at ber
pleasure of all the resources of Turkey,
garrison the forts of the Dardanelles at
will and use the name of the Sultan as

Caliph in operating upon the Moslems in
Egypt and India?"

"Will Enforce Her Own Will.
The Novoe Vremya, another inspired St.

Petersburg journal, in an article expressingsimilar views, says:
"The policy of Russia is not to support

the action of the other powers, but to enforceher own will. No matter what massacresof Armenian and other Christians
may occur, the isolated action of Ilussla is
a practical reality."
The Berlin Government is fully aware

that this is the policy of Russia, and is
holding aloof while awaiting developments,
Germany well knowing that Austria is
r^ady to strike at an opportune moment to
check the ascendency of Russia in Turkey.
The sum of the present ^position is that

the Porte, backed by Russia, will continue
to play its old game of delusive reforms
with impunity.

Much Bad German Wine.
Commenting upon the enormous exports

from Gennany to the United States or artificiallyprepared wines and inferior spirts
alid beers, the Berlin Neuests Nachrichten
says that since the passage of the wine
act by the Reichstag in April, 1892,
in regard to the adulteration of wines and
alcoholic beverages, immense quantities of
liquors have been brought into the market
under the name of wines at such low prices
as to prove it Impossible that they could
have been prepared in accordance with the
law.
"A certain Rhenish firm," the paper

says, "sells annually thousands of casks
of wine In the composition of which there
cannot possibly be anything beyond a merelynominal percentage of grape wine, and
other instances of the production of absolutelyartificial wines might be given to the
exhaustion of the capacity of our columns."
The Nachrichten demands the enactment

of some remedial legislation immediately
and suggests the passage of a law imposinga heavy tax upon wine manufacturers.
Princess Feodora to He Married.
It is reported that Princess Feodora,

the youngest sister of the German Empress,is to be married to Prince Maximilian,cousin and heir to the Grand Duke

army. Prince Maximilian is thirty-one
years of age and Princess Feodora twentytwo.
FRANCE'S NAVAL REGULATIONS

New Rules Governing the Approach of ForeignVessels in Time of War,
Washington, Nov. 29..Secretary Herbert

has published to the navy in general
orders, a decree of the Government of
France, prescribing regulations for the
entrance and sojourn of vessels in the seaportsof that country in time of war. Althoughintended for the information and
'uidance of commanding officers of United
tates naval vessels, the new regulations
re also of importance to the masters of

ill ships.
The decree which was issued by PresidentFaure, June 12 last, and formally communicatedto the Department of State recentlyby the French Embassy here, containsfive articles, which provide that, in

time of war, no French merchant vessel,
and no foreign vessel of any description
will be allowed to approach within less
than three miles of the French coasts, withoutnermissloil ro do so. Anv vessel which
violates tills order will be at once fired
upon.
Small boats will not be permitted %o ply

in fortified roads or Harbors without specialpin-mission, and no vessel already at anchor
will be allowed to get under weigh without
authority.

MARRED BY A SAD MEMORY
Golden Wedding Celebration in Harrisburg,

Pa., Recalled a Tragedy of War
Times That Stirred the Nation.

Harrisburg, Pa.. Nor. 29..The celebrationof a golden wedding here this week
recalls a tragedy in which the sympathy
of the whole Nation was enlisted over

thirty years ago. The worthy couple who
enjoyed their Thanksgiving dinner, sur-

rounded by their children and grandchil-
dren, who came from widely separated
sections of the country to celebrate the
goiaen anniversary, are Mr. ana Mrs.
Emanuel S. German.
The late war Governor. Andrew G. Curtin.was Governor of Pennsylvania at the

time of the tragedv. and was occupying
the executive mansion in Harrlsburg. The
family of Mr. German were near neighbors.and between his baby daughter, Mary
Elizabeth, and little Mamie Curtin, the
Governor's child. an affectionate intimacyexisted. One morning, just a few
days before the battle of Gettysburg, littleMary Elizabeth toddled over to the
Governor's home and sat 011 the steps
waiting for Baby Curtin and her nurse.
A soldier, revengeful at Governor Curtin
over his refusal, to grant a favor to the
man at some previous time, enticed the
child away under the belief that she was
the Governor's daughter. She was soon
missed, but it was not until three daysafter that the searchers found her bodyin the cemetery, near the Governor's plot,with her throat cut from ear to ear.
Her slayer was apprehended several

years after for another murder, in Dayton,
Ohio, for which he was hanged. Thus was
the murder of little Mary avenged. Maude
Curtin is married now, and lives in Bellefonte.She has always been a warm friend
of the familv. and hpr prm frn til Intinno wpro

numbered with the rest on the golden anniversary.Mr. German is the head of the
Lutheran Book Depository, of Harrisburg.
He has compiled catechisms, contributed
largely to the religious literature of the
day, and is recognized as an authority in
his denomination.
