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The Barberi Murder Case
Has Reached the Stage

of Experts,
Matrons Who Spoke to the

Boasting Betrayer of
His Duty.

3uppression-of-Vice Anthony Comstock
Appears as a Witness in

Maria's Behalf.

HE BELIEVED HER IRRATIONAL.

The Girl Has Recovered from the Agitation
Caused by Mclntyre's Questions and

Yesterday Paid Little Attention
to the Witnesses.

Maria Barberi's attorneys expect to put
their medicine men on the witness stand
to-day, and ask them a question that will
occupy an hour or an hour and a half in the
reading.
This is the hypothetical question which

now figures in erery trial in which insanityexperts figure. The question, of course,
will embrace every material fact brought
out in the evidence that tends to establishthe defence's hypothesis that Maria
Barberi was not responsible for her action
when she cut her lover's throat after his
last insulting refusal to marry her.
That the experts called by the defence

will answer the long question in the way
the defence wants it answered is a foregoneconclusion. Technically, experts are

supposed to use their brains and knowledge,and reply regardless of the effect
their decision may have upon the trial, but
In practice they prove to be like Presidcntialelectors, who would not be selected if
the manner of their votes was not known
in advance.
By and by a similar question will be

asked the experts for the prosecution, ana,
unless nil precedent is disregarded, they
will answer that in their opinion the facts
indicated by the evidence show that Maria
Barberi was capable of distinguishing right
from wrong when she killed Cataldo.
If experts did not disagree a very excitingpart of court law practice would be

lost. The jury of laymen will take the
opinion that most closely coincides with
their own judgments, so the experts could
be omitted and no harm done. but. this
would not be in accordance with the rules
of the game, the stake of which is Maria
Barberi't life, or, at least, her liberty.
There is something almost grotesque

about all the legal machinery, with big
names for cogs, that is grinding out this
grist of a verdict when the centre of all
this agitation is considered.

Slarla'fi Xcw Importance.
Maria Barber! to-day is holding the

attention of millions of people; her dress
is described, her actions noted, and ponderousinterest hangs upon her words.
If she smiles, or sobs, or winks, the fact
is gravely noted. This happens because
she killed a man. To be sure the man's
life was not as important as that of a
jack rabbit, for a jack rabbit does no

particu'ar harm while he is alive and is
good to eat after death. Cataldo was
worthless himself, and was a mischief doer
in life.
If Maria Barber! had not killed him she

would be of no interest whatever. She
is squalid, stupid, unhandsome, hardly a
calculable factor for good *

or evil. A
thousand of her kind might have been
victimized by a thousand Cataldos, might
have been beaten, and might have cried or

fought back, and New York would neither
have known nor eared, but when this
least important of the two million atoms
hereabouts killed another more pernicious,
but not more important, she became a personage,.and years of energy, a great fortuneand the best efforts of a lot of brilliantmen are spent on her.
Here is the testimony of an Italian matron,Mrs. l'aulina Deleda, who went with

Maria's mother to see if they couldn't
coax the bootblack to marry the girl.
All the character analyses ever written

could not convey as clear an idea of this
Baron Chevral of the sidewalks, who would
not take the seamstress to wife:
"I asked Cataldo first why Maria always

cried, and he answered that she cried becauseshe wanted him to marry her. He
Baid:
" 'Many more beautiful women have

passed through the same thing and I didn't
marry them. I've had Ave and she is six,
so I can't marry her.'
" 'But she was a pure girl before?'
" 'Oh, yes; she was pure as the mother

of God when I took her to the hotel.'
*' 'Then, why don't you marry her?'
44 'Oh, I never married any of them, and

flon't want her. But, because she was a

pure girl, she can have the money I have
in the bank, if she doesn't bother me any
more. I wouldn't marry the nice oneswhyshould 1 marry you, who look like a
monkey?' I'ataldo said, turning to Maria.

Mnrringe, Not Money.
" 'I don't want any money. You have

taken m ylionor; now marry me,' said
Maria.
" 'Don't talk- an ymore about marriage,'

was Cataldo's answer. 'Take the money
and go back to your mother. Here, look
at uiese pictures.
"He took some women's portraits from

a trunk and showed them. 'They are
mother and daughter,' he said. 'Both were
mine. The mother wanted me to marry the
daughter, so I left them both. 1 wouldn't
marry this nice girl. I don't want to mnrry
anybody.' C >"' /-O" 'My dear sir,' concluded the matron,
'you are not a great man or a gentleman.
This is a decently brought up girl. Why
wont you marry her?' "

Then Cata'.do told her in sidewalk Italian
to gel out of his house, and the matron,with, a consciousness of having done herdutv, went.
The next day Maria cut Oataldo's throat.There was another matron on the wlt-

vmcnia.i.<i Bimii luuiiMi womanwho wore u velvet skirt. She was In chargeof the saloon when the killing was done
and described it graphically. Her evidence
ran in this way:
"When Cataldo saw the mother of Maria

come in, shedding tears, he said: 'Evenhere yon come to bother me.'
" 'No,' she said. 'I don't intend to molest

you. I only come to pray you to marry thisgirl.'
"I cannot give all the words," continuedSltrnora Mentuso, "but what they weretalking about, as I have said. Then Maria

came down and all three began to talkabout marriage. I did not pay much attention.I heard a mention of $200 and asilk dress, but I don't know just how the
sonversatlou was. This was the opening

day of the bar and I had my own business
to attend to.
"While they were all crying Maria said,

'Don't cry, dear mother, maybe Cataldo
will inirry me.'

"I felt afflicted," said the Signora, eralizingwhat was expected of her, "but nevertheless1 said to the mother, "My dear
lady, do not, please, make so much fuss in
my place. It is a respectable place. Let
the young people settle it themselves.'
"Which would have been comfortable and

would have saved the new saloon managementmuch trouble.
"Maria said something else when Cataldo

said 'hogs may marry.'
"I saw her excited, her eyes inflamed,

and she rushed toward Cataldo. but I didn't
soo what slio did." said the witness.
"Thou she rushed away and fell down.

Cataldo was losing blood. I didn't go near
them."

Couldn't Supply Details.
They tried in the dross-examination to

get the details of the conversation, but she
repeated the business of the silk dress and
the $200 which Mrs. Barberi was too poor
to give, and that was about all.
The matron smoothed her velvet skirt,

and calmly faced Mr. Mclntyre. She admittedthat she might have seen Mr. Mclntyreand been questioned about the case,
but she had not burdened her complacent
mind with what had occurred at the interview.
"Did he no't ask you," questioned Mr. MoIntyre'sassistant, "if you could tell him

the conversation that occurred in that barroom,and did you not say it occurred so

long ago you couiu uoi rememutu unjuiiug
about it?"
She could not quite recall.
"Then your memory is better to-day than

it was the day you were in my office?" said
the lawyer, trying a little sarcasm.
"No: but I have thought about it. My

memory was reawakened by your question."
"Did you not tell Mr. Mclntyre that you

didn't know anything about the case at the
last trial?"
"No; I didn't talk to him that I remember."
She shook out the velvet skirt and left the

stand, satisfied that she had come through
the ordeal with the dignity becoming her
position.
Among the other witnesses were Anthony

Comstoek, who said he was in Jefferson
Market Police Court on the morning of
April 20, when Maria Barber! was arraigned.lie added:
"My attention was called to her, and I

took especial notice of her."
"And what was her appearance?"
"Her head was bent forward, and she

had a vacant sort of stare, as though her
thoughts were far away. Her eyes were
fixed and she seemed dazed."
"What was her manner when asked a

question?" asked Mr. House.
"Well, she paid no apparent attention

until the question was repeated several
times. in fact, she ^eemed totally unconsciousof all that was going 011. In answeringshe hesitated and halted, and then
relapsed into silence once more."

Believed Her Insane.
"And from what you saw, would you say

that the girl was rational, or not?"
"Irrational," promptly replied Mr. Com-

stock.
"That's all," said Mr. House.
On cross examination, Mr. Oomstock said

ho had soon and studied criminals and their
actions. He had noted the different phases
of criminal life.
"Were your services invoked in this case

by Mrs. Foster?" queried Mr. Mclntyre.
"No, sir, decidedly not." was the smiling

reply. "I was not subpoenaed at the previoustrial, or I should have given the same
testimony as I do now."
That was all they wanted of the suppression-of-viceman.
Some more clear light on the sort of felilow Cataldo was was shed by the "excluded"testimony of an Italian barber, FranciscoCronelli.
"Six days before Cataldo died I talked

with him." said the barber.
"And the nature of your conversation?"

queried Mr. Hynies.
Mr. Mclntyre was on his feet in a momentwith a storm of objections, and then

followed a long argument. In which Judge
and lawyers all took a hand.
Mr. Hymes said he wished to have the

witness corroborate Maria Barberi's testimonyregarding her betrayal. According to
the lawyer, during the conversation betweenthe witness and Cataldo, the latter
had confessed to the former as to his relationswith Maria. More than that, he had
boasted not only of having betrayed Maria,
but others.
Miss Barberi's lawyers produced numerousdecisions in behalf of their argument

to have the evidence admitted, but Justice
Gildersloeve held that Maria's testimony
did not need corroboration, and that, as the
conversation did not take place in the presenceof the defendant, it was not admissible.After half an hour's legal squabbling
the witness was allowed to depart.
He had not given his testimony, but it

had all come <Mit in the argument, and not
much was lost by the defence.

Saloon Keeper Testifies.
Vinccnzo Moncuso, in whose saloon the

killing took place, was next called. He
testified as to his acquaintance with Cataldo.and said that the day previous to the
murder Cataldo was in his place. They had
a long conversation. Mr. Hymes then tried
to Introduce the same line of testimony as
with the previous witness, but it was excluded.On the day previous to the killing,however. Cataldo had taken the witnessup to his rooms.

"I want you to meet a girl from your
town." said Cataldo to the witness. "She
is rroin rerrandlna. and I think you will
like her."
"You went?" asked Mr. Hymes."Yes. 1 went, and was there introduced

to Maria Barberi."
Leonardo, i'rlvitera, an Italian butcher,

called fin some neighbors of Cataldo and
Maria Barberi about ten days before the
throat-cutting, and was present when these
neighbors picked Maria up in the hall,where she had fallen In a sort of epilepticfit.
Mr. Mclnt.vre's cross-examination principallydisclosed that Prlvitera was mistaken

about the address, and that Maria Barberiand Cataldo lived at No. 424 Bast
Thirteenth street, and not at No. 420.
Mr. Mclntyre started in oh the evident

theory that the witness was not telling
the truth. He madhim describe Cataldo

and Maria and the premises and the occurrence.
"When you carried her Into the room,

was her body stiff?" asked Mr. Mclntyre,
coached by I)r. Hammond.

"It was; her body could not be bent?"
"Did she struggle?"
"She did not."
"Did she throw her ams and less about?"
"Yes, a good deal."
The butcher had the symptoms of epilepsypat.
"You've only forgotten one tiling," said

Mclntyre; "you haven't said anything
about the pain in lier head." Then he
asked:
"Did she fall?"
"Yes. sir."
"Didn't you tell me a little \fhile agb

that you did not hear her fall?"
"Yes, I see her fall through the door.
Itdally. the cross-examination brought out

very little, but Mclntyre was soothed.
Through it all Maria Barberi sat like a

spectator. She probably did rot hear half
of what was said. She was chatting with
Mrs. Foster, the Tombs Angel, most of the
day, and she even laughed a little.which
is contrary to her pose maintained up to
yesterday.

EASY WAY OUT OF IT.

Man Charged with Abandonment and Eigamy

Thomas E. Sexton, thirty-two years old,

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inet Saxton, wlio said he was the owner
of the Whitehall Hotel on Whitehall street;

bank had sufficient cash on hand to satisfactorilycontinue business. Another story
was to the effect that a disagreement
among the directors had resulted in suspensionfor the purpose of winding up the
affairs of the bank. No application was
made to the Clearing House asking for asslstnee,although one or two other banks, it
is said, were appealed to without result.
The bank was forced to close once before.On Saturday, July 15, 1803, the day

after the failure of the National Bank, of
Kansas City, a run began which compelled
the bank to close up the next Monday.
The suspension was only temporary, however,and the bank resumed business in a
