SAYS HE WAS BRUTALLY TREATED.

Catthoiic Clergy Had Objected to the Methodsthe Keeper of the Place Had Pursuedin Collecting Money.
Lad's Story Denied.

John Clifford, a seventeen-year-old boy.
esoaped from the Home for the Blind, No.
!*{ Ocean avenue. Jersey City, shortly after
midnight yesterday, in a nude condition,
by lowering himself from the second story
window by a rope made from the sheets
'T nis Deu. l'Oc ma says ne was iuukku

in a cold room naked, his clothing having
been taken from liini as a means of punishment.

ft was about 1 o'clock yesterday <anornlng
that Thomas L. Smith, of No. 114 Clerk
-freet, Jersey City, was awakened by a

series of grdana which seemed to come

from some one apparently In pain on liis
doorstep. He dressed and, on Investigating,found the boy, entirely naked, sitting
in a corner of the stoop in an exhausted
condition. The lad was half frozen and
ou 1 not give an account of himself until

lie had been taken indoors and thawed out.
Mr. Smith placed him in front of the fireplaceand covered him with a blanket.
Then the boy said his name was John Clifford,an Inmate of the Home for the Blind.
He had been 11) treated, he said, and had
been stripped and locked in a cold room,

from which he escaped by tearing the
sheets of his bed into strips and lowering
himself to within several feet of the
ground, when he dropped.
The Police Department were notified, and

Officer Bose was detailed on the ease.

After listening to the boy's story, he called
a i the institution from which the lad escapedand demanded his clothing. Great
surprise was expressed there, as It was

the first intimation those in charge had
that the lad had escaped. The clothing
was given to the officer, who returned to
Mr. Smith's house. Then the little fellow
was requested to walk back to the institutionwith the officer, but he refused.

In Terror of the Home.
"They will kill tne if they ever get me

back." he said. "1 don't eare what you
do with me. but 1 wont go back there
1 would rather die first."
He was threatened with arreM, bui it,

had no effect. He said he would prefer
being a prisoner In the station bouse than
to go back ngain. The boy was finally
*keu to the Fifth Precinct Station House.
Ik re he was hiatle coniforlahie for the
rest of the night.
Before being arraigned In court he said

that fie was in nis swniceuiu year. «nu

used to live at Fourth and Washington
streets. Hobokeu. His father died when he
was Ave years old, and a year later his
mother died. He was placed in St.
Michael's Home then, and in April, IStW.
the sisters p!a<s*d hiiu In the Home of the
Blind, as he was suffering somewhat from
bad eyesight.
"I am not blind, though." he said. "1

ran see well enough to read. A mouth ago
I '-ailed Miss Grant, the head of t.Ke home,
a 'devil.' She did not hear it. but one of
the girls told her. and slie asked me about
it. I told her 1 did. but was angry at the
time and was very sorry. Then she took
my clothes from me and looked me in a
room 011 the second floor. The house is
io-atod by a furnace, but there was no

register in that room, and all I had to
keep rae warm was the bed clothes. It
wa* not so bad until the cold weather
< tine, and then I thought 1 would freeze.

Slid Down n Sheet Rope.
"Last night I made up my mind to get

away. I started early, but heard some one

say: 'Look at that boy at the window!'
1 jumped back then, and waited until I
thought every one was asleep, when I tore
rite sheet# In two and tied one end to the
shutter. T slid down that to the window
below. and stood on the sill there, and tied
another piece of the sheet to the shutter
there. and slid down it. It did not reach
the ground, but .the drop was not much.
Then I went out the back yard to tho
»-i iee; in thy rear. It was awfully cold, and
I thought the wind would blow right
thmmrh me. I went up the stoop of Mr.
Smith's house ro get out of toe wind, arol
lie found me."

The Home for The Blind is so institution
Mth a past. it is conducted by Miss
Rosalie Grant, a middle-uged woman, who
dresses in a garb similar to thai of y
iniii. A few years ago Bishop \V. M. Wig«er.Unman Catholic Bishop of the diocese,
ordered a letter read from the pulpit of St.
1'atrick*a Church, warning the people not
to give alms to a person dressed like a
Sister, who solicited money In aid of an

institution she managed. He had learned,
the letter said, that people donated money
supposing the institution was connected
with the Roman Catholic Church.
Mt*s Grant at that time called her abode

the "Catholb- Home for the Blind." She
yesterday acknowledged that it was her
institution to which the Bishop's letter referred.Since then she has incoropprated
the place, hut refused to state the names
of tne om' ers or uirector*.

Boy'* Story Denied.
\\ h»n the hoy Clifford was arraigned be

fore Justice Douglass, Miss Grant appeared
in court, accompanied by Justice Roe.
There was a consultation between the
throe for a few minutes, and then the
Justice ordered that the policeman should
take the lad back to the home. Miss
Grant afterward denied the truth of the
>toy's statement regarding his Ill-treatment.
She said the boy had been sent to her by
rhe Ulsters of St. Michael's In 1880. and
bad always given trouble. He was both
deceitful and untruthful, and corrupted the
ether children.

their last sleep in one. and their experience
was not particularly enjoyable. They do
not know how it happened and neither does
the landlady. Mrs. Stark. She thinks that
some one must have disarranged the machinery.
Mrs. Stark has one of the most exclusive

hoarding houses on the Heights. It is of
brownstone, four stories in height, and th?
luassivr iront umis 11?$ own ui rt

spectahillty. Its patrons are nearly all
well-ro-do persons, who prefer the quietnessof a boarding house to hotel life.
Three weeks ago Charles Pettlgrpw engagedapartments for himself and his wife

from Mrs. Stark. He is about tlfty years
old, Hud his wife is the same age. Mr.
Pettigrew is an insurance man. with an

office in the Equitable Building.

While Prostrate from Her Injuries Her StepdaughterPoured Hot Coffee Over
Her.Finally Locked "in

a Cell.

Newark, X. J.. Dec. 2..Pretty Lena
Edelstein is ouly sixteen years old, hut, if
what her stepmother says is true, Lena is,
when angered, as vicious as a tigress. She
is one of several children who live with
their stepmother at X7o. 47 Barclay street,
Mrs. Kdolstetti is an industrious woman
and worked very hard to support, her children.By dint of hard labor she succeeded
in saving money enough to buy a warm pet-
tiooat for the Winter. Last night she
wanted to wear the garment, but found
that it had disappeared from the rail on
which she had hung it.
After searching the house for it in vain.

Mrs. Edelstein asked Lena, who was jest,
going out, whether she had seen the missingpetticoat. The girl replied, angrily,
that she had not. Mrs. Edelstein was suspicious,however, and reaching over raised
the girl's skirt and discovered the missing
petticoat. She attempted to seize it. whereuponLena flew into a rage, attacked her
stepmother, knocked her down, jumped on

her. and then tore a handful of hair from
her head. Mrs. Edelsteln struggled as beat
glie could against the girl's fury, riuaily
managed to ergalu her feet, and ran

screaming into a bedroom. Slamming the
door behind her. she shot the bolt and believedherself safe from farther attack.
But in this she was disappointed. Lena's

wrath had put her into a terrible rage, and
seizing two flatlrons she dashed against
the door, and as It did not give way, she
began to batter it down with the irons,
meanwhile screaming that she would kill
her stepmother, who teas barricaded behindit.
When Mrs. Edelstein saw the panels give

away and the girls' hand teach through to
the bolt, she despaired for a moment, but
only a moment. Turning to a rear window
she raised it quickly and sprang through It
to the ground, a distance of about twelve
feel She fell in. * hpnrt lirnisprt and

moaning.
But still she was not safe. The in furl*

ateti girl, when she saw that lier stepmotherhail for the moment thwarted her,
seized a pot of hot coffee from the stove,
and, rushing to the window, dashed its
contents out on the prostrate woman.
There is no telling what felse she would

have done had she been allowed to go on.
But by that time the neighborhood had
been aroused by Mrs. Edelstein's screams,
aud Detective Ivoerber. who was passing,
ran into the house and took the girl in
custody. She was frantic with rage, and
was with difficulty restrained. Neighbors
took care of Mrs. Edelstein and bandaged
her sealds and bruises.
Lena was taken to the Fourth Precinct

Station and locked up. When arraigned
before Judge Jiggers she denied the charge
made by her stepmother, but the Judg
disbelieved her. and placed her under $300
bail to await the action of the Grand Jury.
Mrs. Edelsteln's Injuries, although painful,
are not serious.

HECLUNG TO THE RIGGING.

Captain of Wrecked Schooner Would Not
Jeopardize the Chances of His

Young Crew.

ITconie, L. I.. Dee. 2..In the home of
Lewis Case, of this village, a hero is strugglingback to life after an experience
through which few who do not follow the
sea could live at all. He is Captain EdwardWilliams, skipper of the schooner
General W. P. French, which lies in twen,ty feet of water on the bar two miles west
of Horton's Point, where she struck and
Went down early this morning. The crew
consisted of two boys, one seventeen, the
other eighteen years old. Fearing the little
dory of the schooner would not float with
three In it, the captain sent the lads ashore
and clambered, himself, into the rigging of
the sinking boat, there to wait for death in
the darkness.
The schooner was leden with coal and

bound for Westerly. It. I., from New York.
Captain Williams, whoso home is at Elmer,
X. ,T.. hail with him William lngersoll, of
Elmer, and John Jordan, of Flushing. L. i.
The boat passed through Hell Gate yes1terday afternoon, and entered the Sound,

A gale was blowing viciously out of the
northwest, and she struggled along close
reefed through the night. At 1 o'clock
i his morning, a fierce gust of wind tore
away rlje little vessel's canvas and she
began to drift helplessly toward the Long
Island shore. At 5 o'clock she struck.
a-here was a heavy sea on. and St pounded

the schooner against the bar until her
seams opened and she began to take In
water. The skipper could see the lights of
Pecoine across the turbulent waters, and ho
ordefed the boys to go ashore in the dory.
They begged him to go with them, but be
refused.
"Go ahead, my lads," lie cried cheerily.

"The little boat won't hold us all, and I'll
wait hen until help comes."
The boys pushed off. and after a hard

struggle, reached the beach. Captain Williams,after they had gone, climbed up into
me rigging, lor uie scuoouer was settlingrapidly. It was bitterly cold up there, and
the spray broke over the solitary figure
again and again.
The boys alarmed the village, and the

oysternum prepared to go to the rescue.
It was still dark and the surf was heatingfuriously on the sand. Cantalu EL t).

got a crew for the lifeboat and launched

around his waist and then sprang into the
sea.
The crew of the lifeboat pulled heartily

at the rope, am- finally dragged Captain
Williams into their craft. He was uncoil
scions and hardly alive.
He had hardly left the schooner when

she disappeared. When daylight came only
her masts were visible.
The Captain was taken to the home of

Lewi* Case, in ibis village. He remained
unconscious until this evening. He is
very weak, but; will probably recover. The
schooner is a total loss. She was built
in 1864. was of sixty-live tons, and was
owned in Stoniiiston.

LIQUID FUEL FOR THE NAVY.'
Secretary in His Annual Report Will Urge a

Substitute for Coal.
Washington, Dec. 2..An important eugi-

neeriag ,proposition will be advanced in
the forthcoming annual report of SecretaryHerbert. He will announce the possibilityof using liquid fuel in place of coal
on board gimboafs and the smaller cruisers
of the navy, as well as upon torpedo boats,
to which class this method has been eonlinedabroad.
The suggestion -comes from the MoaYd of

Engineer Officers, which met somet weeks
ago in the Rrooklyu Navy Yard and conductedsome preliminary experiments with
the system. Since then the Secretary has
been to impressed with the developments
and the arguments ot hingineer-in-t hicf
Melville in behalf of the method that he
has authorized the application of liquid
fuel apparatus to the steam tug Xina at
Hrooklyu. This installation will cost the
Government about $3,000. the main ex|peuse being the construction of oil tanks
and the pipe and valve connections.
This practical use of the system on board

the Xina is expected to bear out the opinionsof the experts, who have stated in an
official report to the Xuv.v Department that
they believe liquid fuel "may safely be Introducedon board all naval ships of modjerate size."

Atlantic City, X. J.. Dec. St. Monica's
[toman Catholic Church, bnc of the largest
of this city's churches, was this morning
burned to the ground, involving the loss
of two lives and the destruction of propertyvalued at close to $30,000. The vidtlinesare:

The church was heated by steam, but the
furnaces were not used except 011 Sunday.
During the week morning masses were celebratedin a small room set aside for that
purpose and heated by a single stove. The
sexton started a fire this morning, and It
was burning briskly when Father I*. ,1.
Petri arrived at the church, He had
donned his vestments and was conductingthe mass when lie heard a slightVrneklingsound and sinelied smoke. Father
Petri immediately dismissed the worshippers,but so dense bad the smoke by this
time become that they could hardly find
their way out of the edifice.
An alarm was immediately sent in. but

by tho time the Fire Department reached
tho scene the church was a mass of flames.
When it was seen that tiie fire could not

be subdued from the exterior, several firemenseized a line of hose and entered t"c
door of the church.

Kv.rvtlilii.r was ablaze and the Slliok"
was snffocatiug. Realizing; the peril tb
which he a lift his comrades had subjectedthemselves, Fireman Seraph Lilly
veiled- "Come on, hoys, we can't do anythingiu here," and dropped to the floor
and crawled to the door, guiding himself
to safety by keeping his hand 011 the line
of hose which he had helped to run into
the church. All but two followed him.
Then some one said: "Where are Dohert.v

and LenneyV They went in with us." Severalmen dashed through the door to rescuethem, hut came back again, battling
their way through the blinding smoke. A
minute later the roof crashed in. Under
a mass of blackened debris the body of
Dohert.v was found. He had been burned
to a crisp almost, and only by the blackenedclothing that remained on his hotly was
he recognized. A short time later Eugene
CC'df'tV ; truckman found the remains
of Lenney. The bodies were taken in charge
by Constable William Brooks and removed
to the nearby engine house pending the
Coroner's Inquest.
The church had a seating capacity of

1,100. and was built in 1885. Its original
cost, without the ground, was $80,000, but
more had been expended upon it since. The
insurance amounts tp $12,500.
