Jury, After Long Balloting,
Brings in a Verdict
Against the First Mate,

Only After Twenty-six Hours' De-
liberation Was the Deci-
sion Reached.

Trial Has Been in Progress in Boston
Since Monday, December 14,
Last Year.

CLOSE OF A STARTLING CASE.

Doomed Man' Is Convicted of Having Killed

Boston, Jan. 2.—The jury In the Bram
case, the trial of which has lnsted sinoe
Mondey, December 14, 1804, came {n with
a verdict of gullty at 3:40 o'clock this af-
ternoon, after having beén out twenty-alx
hours and & Lalf.
