Baroness de Seiilier, Formerly
Mrs. Livermore, Will Be

the Owner.

ARCHITECTS AGAINST A BILL

They Will Contest Mr. Constable's Pro\posed Legislation to Limit the
Height of Buildings to

150 Feet.

The Baroness de Seillier, who was Mrs.
Charles F. Llvermore, contemplates the
erection of a skyscraper on a portion of
the old Hotel Brunswick site, Fifth avenue,
Twenty-sixth and Twenty-seventh streets.
The Baroness inherited from her first husband,Mr, Llvermore, that portion of the
Brunswick property on the east side of
Fifth avenue, 112 feet north of Twentysixthstreet, a plot 48x100 feet. It is this
ground which is to be improved.
The Baroness has instructed George Ed-

ward Harding & Gooch, architects, to draw
plans for a twenty-story, fire-proof office
building of steel construction. These plans
will not be finished for some time, and it
is therefore impossible to estimate the cost
of the proposed structure.
Messrs. Harding & Gooch are also the

architects for the tall office building which
the Roebling estate intends to erect on the
north side of Liberty street, between
Church and Greenwich. It will be sixteen
stories high and of steel construction, coveringa plot 75x100 feet. It has not yet
been determined when to start work on this
important improvement.
The American Express Company, through

their architect, Edwai-d H. Kendall, yesterdayfiled plans in the Department of
