Northeast Corner of Bleecker
and Thompson Streets Sold

at a Good Figure.
PLANS FOR LOFT BUILDINGS.

Jewish Congregation of the Shearith
fsrael Makes a Good Turn in

Property Near the Cen-
tral Park.

One of the most encouraging indications
of the present condition of the real estate
market is the fact that builders and investorshave begun to make inquiries for
property in the wholesale business district.Since the election many important
negotiations have been started, and severalof these have reached fruition.
Yesterday afternoon Brokers M. & L.

Hess sold the plot, 57x100 feet, at the
northeast corner of Bleecker and Thompsonstreets, with old four-story tenements
thereon, for Philip Grompreeht, at $110,000.
The purchaser is a builder, and proposes
to erect during the coming Spring and
Summer a fine fireproof mercantile structureprobably ten stories in height. The
new building No. 47 Great Jones street
lias been purchased from Well & Mayer by
Henry A. Jackson, and another for $103,000.It is an eight-story structure.
In line with these transactions is the

news that Ferdinand H. Mela, who has
built a great many large store and loft
buildings in the wholesale district, has
again begun operations. Mr. Mela yesterdayfiled plans in the Department of
Buildings for an eleven-story brick structureot fireproof construction, to be used
Cor commercial purposes, to be erected at
No. 830 Broadway. Cleverdon & I'utzel
are the architects. No cost is stated in the
application to Superintendent Constable.
The southwest corner of Fifth avenue

and Thirty-ninth street, reported sold in
yesterday's Journal, was purchased by

operator. Mr. Russell will make such extensivealterations to the two dwellings
now on the corner as to practically amount
to a rebuilding of them.
The oldest Jewish congregation in this

country, that of Shearith Israel, yesterday
figured in the real estate market as a seller
of property. The congregation, which is
at present located in Nineteenth street,
near Fifth avenue, some time ago purchasedsix lots at the southwest cornei* of
Central I'ark West and Seventieth street
as a site for a new synagogue. Subsequentlyit was determined to use a plot

Albany, Jan. 15..Governor Black has de:erminedto cut down the expenses of maintainingthe Capitol, and has also decided
that as one of the achievements of his
idministration the Capitol is to be completedwithin two years, with the expenditureof only two more million dollars to
bring about that result.
The first fruits of the economic resolu;ionsof the Governor were shown to-night

when thirty employes of the public buildingmaintenance force were discharged. Anotherof the reforms was a reduction of
wages for a number of men, which reductionextended into the household of the
Executive himself, for two of the men de:ailedto the Governor's mansion had their
wages reduced from $100 per month to $75
oer month.more than a fair compensation
lor the labor they perform. Of course,
these are only small savings compared to[lie wastefulness on the Capitol construc:ion,and in other State departments. That[here is room for material savings is seen
:>y the fact that for the maintenance ofmblic buildings during the last fiscal yearhe expenditure was $300,000.Mr. Black h^s not yet formulated hisplans as to the manner in which the Capitolshall be completed within two years at anadditional cost of $3,000,000. His idea isto replace the present unwieldy Capitol Com-mission of five with a single commissioner.It had been decided earlier in the monththat there would be no legislation to changethe Capitol Commission, but since the Governorhas observort elio
vail,. especially the waste of the State
money and the bickerings of the politiciansover the distribution of the places, mattershave taken sr different aspect.The Governor will reach a final determinationsoon, and a bill will be introducedin the Legislature to change the managementof the Capitol construction. It isknown that the Governor has a kindly feelingtoward Commissioner Isaac G. Perry,and has quite decided that Mr. Perry is
to continue to be employed, but in what
capacity is not fully detex-miued.
