now allayed, as the steamer passed Hurst
Castle at 8:35 o'clock this evening 011 her
way to her dock at this port.
It has not yet been announced whether or

not she will sail for New York to-morrow,
as advertised.
The St. Paul was at her dock at 11 o'clock

Captain Jamison said that for the
first five days out from New York the
weather was the severest ^ie had ever
Known. inrougnout me nve aays mere
was a secession of terrific northeast gales,
accompanied by a very heavy sea.

advertised, and all the dancers who could

The names of the
Parisian dancers were advertised on the
bills as Miles. Xinnette Chatoulllard and

These were the last words written by
Captain Philo Norton McGiffln, who shot
himself at the Post-Graduate Hospital on

Thursday night. They formed part of a
letter he left for Dr. Graeme Hammond,
which was inclosed In a large envelope, to-
getner wun a note xor one or trie nurses,
thanking her for her kindness, and one for
a friend, a Mr. McNutt.
The rest of the letter to Dr. Hammond

ran as follows:
I am tired of it all and am going to end matters.I wish, however, to absolve the hospitalauthorities from all blame, for never has a man

been more carefully watched and more tenderlycared for.
I have no friends left to speak of. All mydearest friends were Chinese, and were killed

killed, too, but it was my poor luck to be letlive. Now I am anxious to join them. You may
guess where. My life is one of suffering, and Ihave nothing further to live for. I am entirely
sane, and know Just what I am doing. I wantto thank you for the many courtesies and kindnessesthat you have shown me, which you mayrest assured that I deeply and fully appreciate.My useful life ended with the war. and had it.
not been for hard luck, my actual life should
have ended then. too. There is no possible usein prolonging what is of no further use.
The envelope containing this letter wim

marked:
"Important; to be opened immediately

after my exit."

Another Interesting fact has been learned
since the death of the Captain. Among hla
effects was found a diary, upo ntbe flyleafof which he had made an entry on
Christmas day, which was to the effect
that at that time he had determined to
end his life at the first favorable opor-
tunity.
In an Inter view yesterday. Dr. Graeme

Hammond said that when Chptain McGlffln
entered the hospital he was temporarily
crazed by the habitual use of certain drugs,
and that hi snerves were completely shattered.
Perfectly Sane at the Time of His

Death.
"From this, however," continued Dr.

Hammond, "he had completely recovered,
and for some time had been perfectly sane,
beyond all question of doubt. I am so convincedof this that I should not have hesitatedto place swords, pistols or any other
weapons In his hands without question.
His suicide was evidently long premeditatedand most carefully planned. When
he first entered the hospital we removed all
his effects from him, but when It was
shown that his mental and nervous symptomshad only been temporary and after
he had fully recovered from these, we had
no right whatever to withhold his belong
lugs from him, neither anv reason for
special vigilance, although the latter val
rigidly maintained.
"Captain McGlffln was neither morbid nor

morose, and, while a hero in the face of
danger and one who could face the roar of
u bombardment with utmost coolness, was
a coward so far as physical suffering or
loss of prestige was concerned. The spiritof the war was yet In him, the pangsof defeat mingled with the pain of his
wounds, and the life of a defeated hero
was Intolerable to him."
Body Clad In Chinese Uniform.

Clad In the uniform of a captain of the
Imperial Chinese Navy, with the "Tien
Lung," or "Heavenly Dragon," the emblemfor which he had fought so fearlessly,embroidered on his sleeve, the body was
placed In a simple casket yesterday morningand forwarded to his home In Washington,Pa. No oue accompanied the body
but the undertaker, but the staff of the
hospital each took a sad farewell of the
man whom they had learned to honor and
respect.
The last few jays of Captain McGiffln's

life jwere peculiarly happy, and he was In
the best of spirits. Ho was wonderfully
mtertainlng, replete with good stories and
a fon!al Sn it

whenever the house staff or any member
of it had a few moments to spare, McGlfliu'sroom was sought and many pleasantmoments enjoyed.

SHERMAN ABOUT GIVES UP
His Proposition in the Senate Regarding the

Arbitration Treaty.Another
Amendment,

"Washington. Feb. 12..The debate this
afternoon in the Senate on the general
arbitration treaty proved the hopelessness
of an agreement being reached, and Mr.
Sherman told the Senate that' if the committeecould not frame an amendment that
would to-morrow meet the objections that
have been raised he would no longer press
the treaty at this session, as against other
business that was piling up en the calendar.This is virtually a surrender by the
Senator in charge of The convention.
The committee will to-morrow submit an

amendment which will change the first
article of the treaty so as to read practicallyas follows, the words in parentheses
being those added:
"The high contracting parties agree to

submit to arbitration (In the manner and
method prescribed by the government authorityof either of the parties for the negotiationand ratification of treaties) in
accordance with the provisions and sntrject
to the limitations or this treaty ali cpiestionsin difference between them which
they may fail to adjust by diplomatic negotiation."

by Senators Stewart, Blackburn, Hoar,
Chandler and Bodge.
For a "Common People's College."
Lincoln. Neb.. Feb. 12..V bill introduced in
