BOLD ACT OF GREEKS,
Formally Proclaim Their Occupation of Crete.

Clash With Powers.

Athens, Feb. 16..Colonel Vassos, the
commander of the Greek forces in Crete,
has issued the following proclamation:

Cretans: You are suffering from the present
state of anarchy and are exposed to the excessesof a fanatical populace, excesses

which have awakened the national sentimentand have deeply stirred the Hellenle
people.
This lamentable situation of a people of the

same race and the same religion, having
common destinies with ourselves, could not
any longer be allowed to exist. The King
of the Hellenes has resolved to end this
state of things by proclaiming a Qreek occupationof the island.
In making this proclamation, I promise

in the name of King George to protect the
lives, honor and property of the inhabitants
without distinction of religion or nationality
and to respect the religious convictions of the
inhabitants, while bringing to them peace
and law.
Advices received here from Crete say that

none of the foreign warships in ,Cretan
waters has landed any men except at

the powers will recognize the right of
Greece to intervene in Crete.

Greeks Notified of Power's Act.
Canea, Feb. 16..General Ber, who is in

of the joint occupation of Crete by the
powers. To this notification the Greek
Colonel replied: "I am ordered to occupy
the island and must caVry out my orders
until I receive other instructions."

Strange Bequest to a Niece
in Frederick Taylor's

Will.

SHE IS NOW IN A NUNNERY.

Must Leave the Roman Catholic
Church Before the Money

Is Hers.

RELATIVES SURE OF HER ANSWER

Half of the Wealthy Banker's Estate
Upon the Death of His Wife,

to Be Divided Among
Charities.

In the will of the late Frederick Taylor,
mea in tne office or the Surrogate yesterday,one remarkable bequest is made.
"One of my nieces," the document reads,

"has embraced the Roman Catholic faith
and is soon to become a sister of the Order
of the Sacred Heart. I have no desire to
disinherit her on account of her connection
with her adopted faith, but I do not desire
to lease her any sum, which might, on accountof her connection with sacred orders
eventually revert to the Roman Catholic
Church. Therefore should she not become
a sister and sever her connection with the
religious orders, then a sum of $25,000.
which is to be set aside by my executors,
is to be held for her in trust, and the
income paid to her."
The beneficiary of this strange clause in

the last testament of the wealthy banker
is a pretty young woman of twenty-flve,
who is now an inmate of the Convent of
the Sacred Heart in St. Louis, Mo. The
will was written about seven years, shortly
after Miss Jewell had astonished her entiro
family by announcing her intention to becomea Catholic.

It was regarded by her relatives as an accident.She had been sent to a Catholic
school when a mere child and had there
fallen so deeply In love with that faith as to
determine, early in life, to devote herself to
it entirely. Strong pressure was brought to
bear upon her to prevent her from becominga nun.

It was at that period of her religious
development that her uncle, Frederick Taylor,made- his will and included In It the
strong inducement which is now held out
to bis young niece.
Despite all protests and arguments Miss

Jewell left her family and entered the
famous nunnery In St. Louis, where she has
since remained. None of her relatives believedthat she will consider for a moment
the thought of leaving there or of giving
up her faith on account of the codicil in
her uncle's will. In the event that she does
not. the money is to be turned over to a
large fund which he has left to various
charitable institutions.
Mr. Taylor's estate is valued at $200,000

in personal property, of which over onehairwill go to charitable Institutions on
the death of his widow, Loisle JosephineTaylor. About $100,000 Is divided an.
the two brothers, two nieces and two nephewsof the dead banker. The residue of
the estate Is left his wife In trust, the Incometo be hers for life. On her death the
principle Is to be divided, 6hare and share
