attached to him. Then began an excitingbattle between the men and the sea monster.Time and time again the whale attemptedto carry the. men out on the ocean,and repeatedly the whalemen would stab

the whale rose to the surface. He made
savage lunges with his tail lashing the
water to a foam and spurting to a greatheight. \After three hours' hard fighting, thewhale showed signs of weakening, and beganto spurt blood in the air. At 4:30o'clock the crews succeeded in landing thewhale on the beach. He measured fortylivefeet, and will probably make fortybarrels of oil. The captors expect to realizea very large sum for him. The unusualsight is drawing crowds to the beach from
neighboring villages, afid the hotels andlivery stables are making preparations for
a grand rush of visitors to-morrow.

It is four years since the last whale was
caught here. That one was also harpoonedby Captain Josh Edwards, after a hard
chase, and the wrecking of two boats bythe whale's tall.

HOWASTORIAWAS NAMED.
Over Zealous Citizens Cut Names Off Their

Rivals' Petition and Won the Day,
but Mr. Astor Was Ungrateful.

Residents of the Astoria section of Long
Aoiauu VMIJT ix i is luieitreicu in. IUO repuit
that Mr. Astor will call his new hotel the
"Astoria." Astoria, L. I., was named
after one of the early members of the
Astor family. When the few residents
there were considering a name, years beforeIt became a part of Long Island City,
the Legislature was petitioned to christen
the place "Sunswlck." A petition was presentedIn favor of that name, and also one

favoring the name "Astoria." The latter
petition did not have as many names

signed to it as the other, and It has often
been told how the advocates of "Astoria"
cut most of the names off the other petitionand pasted the list on to theirs, makingIt the longest, and beating their opponents.
Those favoring the name "Astoria" did

so with the exnectation that the member
of the Astor family so honored would presentthe village with a fine building for a
free library, or show In some other public
manner his appreciation of the compliment.
The building was never forthcoming, and
not even a town nump was put up by
the Astors In return for having the place
named after the family.
A Ilalnes law hotel keeper In the Astoria

section thinks he has paid a more recent
compliment to the Aster family by calling
his hotel the "Astor." And on the opposite
corner to his place is the "Astoria Hotel."

J. P. MORGAN'S DEFEAT.
All Wall Street Talking About the Banker's

Failure to Get New. Haven
Road Bonds.

The exclusive report In the Journal yesterdayof the discomfiture of J. Plerpont
Morgan at the refusal of the New York,
New Haven & Hartford Itallroad to sell Its
bondf to him for the retirement of its
floating debt was widely discussed in Wall
street yesterday.
It was learned that Mr. Morgan had

maue more luuu a jjassing euori to secure

them. He had gone to considerable trouble
in figuring on the bonds, and had made a

bid for them after this research. The
officials, it Is stated, paid slight attention
to this bid and sold the bonds at private
sale to Kidder, Peabody & Co., R. L. Day
& Co. and Estabrook & Co., all Boston
bankers. The shocking part of It all is
that Mr. Morgan's flrip has for many years
handled practically all of the New Haven
bonds or other securities.
The fight which resulted so disastrously is

said to have commenced in an effort by Mr.
Morgan to remove Charles P. Clark from
the presidency of the New Haven Railroad.
Mr. Clark was charged by Mr. Morgan with
diverting freight from the Vanderbilt roads
and from the Reading and other roads In
which Mr. Morgan is Interested.
All of the freight which Mr. Clark could

divert to the Pennsylvania Railroad or its
allies he is said to have thrown that way,
either by means of direct connections or
over lines with which the New Haven road
had traffic agreements. The matter did not
come under the rulings of the Jalnt Traffic
Association, as the New Haven road has no
competing line and is therefore free from
the supervision of the association.
Mr. Morgan naturally entered a strong

protest, and. it is asserted, went so far as
to attempt the removal of Mr. Clark. The
latter enlisted the support of the Connect!-
cut and Boston stockholders or the road,
and, more powerful still, obtained the backingof William Rockefeller, who is the most
powerful of any single stockholder in the
New Haven road.

OUT OF THE ARMY?

Major T. C. Marshall, a Leading Salvationist,Credited with Having Seceded
from the ^nrce.

Major T. C. Marshall has been granted a

lengthened furlough, owing to family circumstances.He carries with him our prayers and
good wishes, and leaves behind a long record of
devoted toll.
This notice appears In the current numberof the War Cry, the official organ of the

Salvation Army. It is believed that the
Major has seceded from the Army under
circumstances similar to those which caused
the secession of Commander and Mrs. BallingtonBooth a year ago, and which culminatedin the formation of the American
Volunteers. Colonel Higgins, chief clerk
at the Salvation Army headquarters, in
Reade street, said, however, that the announcementin the War Cry was the formal
way of announcing the fact that an officer
had been granted a leave of absence. Furtherthan that he would not go. The AmericanVolunteers believe that the Major is
a secessionist.
Major Marshall joined the Army in Lonfirmnlnptppn vpak n<rn ITo txmjc cnnt imra

at the same time as the Booths, nine
years ago, and was editor of the Conqueror,
the monthly periodical of the Army. Recentlyhe received orders from internationalheadquarters to talte a subordinate positionon the English War Cry, but, having
become an American citizen, he did not
wish to go. He lives In the Marlon sectionof Jersey City, with his wife, children
and his sister. Staff Captain Edith Marshall,who is In charge of the junior soldiersin this country. So. rather than
leave the land of his adoption, as the story
goes, he decided to desert the Army.
Commander Balllngton Booth said:

"Marshall was a good, faithful officer. For
five years he was the private secretary of
the General, my father. When Mrs. Bootli
and I were forced out of the Army under
similar circumstances Marshall did not forgetto charge us with disobedience In the
columns of the Conqueror."
