Choose a coffee"
which is packaged
and sealed in the

form you use. To permit a grocer's
clerk to break open a package and grind
the coffee in a store mill defeats the care
taken bya manufacturer to makesubsti-
tutionor adulteration impossible. Then
too, the flavor of a different coffee,
ground before yours in the same mill,
will make yours taste of it, will impair
the flavor of your coffee.

In your own kitchen, never allow
coffee to be kept in anything but an air-
tight package.

Try different ways ofserving coffee.

Numbers of people who can't drink cof-
fee with rich cream in it, find two-thirds
coffee and one-third hot milk perfect.
The famous coffee shopsof Vienna whip
thecream before adding. Others thinkthe
splendid vigor of coffee is best secured
from the straight coffee undiluted.

It is a great mistake to buy coffee in
large quantities. The oftener you buy
it, the fresher and the fuller-flavored it
will be.
