HAY NOW CHIEF1 OF THEJJIIIET.
He Takes the Oath and EntersUpon the Duties

of His Office.

TO MEET THE DIPLOMATS.

Foreign Representatives Asked
to Call on the Secretary

Next Thursday.
Wflahinctrvn 30.Hat

ly Ambassador to England, took the oath
of office as Secretary of State and premier
of the McKlnley Cabinet to-day. One of
his first official acts was to send out Invitationsto all the menfbers of the diplomaticcorps te meet him at the State Departmentat 11 o'clock next Thursday
morning. It was at first intended to hold
this reception on Monday, but it was postponeduntil the later date,- because it was
learned that several of the foreign Ministerswould still be absent from the city at
the, beginning of the week.
Secretary Hay's idea of sending special

invitations to the members of the foreign
legations is a new one. Former Secretaries-of State have contented themselves
with rneetiug the diplomats when they
chancea to drop in to transact their businesson th^ regular diplomatic day. The
innovation will be a pleasing one to the
foreigners and is an indication of the high
plane upon which Mr. Hay proposes to
perform his duties as Secretary of State.

Mr. Hay took the oath of office at the

White House this morning. The ceremony
took place in the Cabinet room in the presenceof the President, Secretary Long and
Postmaster-General Smith. The oath was
administere-d by Justice Harlan, of the
Supreme Cour{. The ceremony had hardlybeen concluded before the other membersof the Cabinet nrrived. and they warmlywelcomed Vheir new colleague.

McfEiitiley'a Fourth Premier.
Secretary Hay is the fourth man to bear

that title during the eighteen months of
President -McKlnley's administration. John
Sherman, Judge Day and Mr. Adee were
his predecessors. The latter held the office
scarcely a week, but he nevertheless had
the comml sslon of the President as Secretaryof St ate. Secretary Adee resigned this
commission this morning and was reappointedr.o his former position of Second
Assistant Secretary of State, which he has
held for several years.
Secretory Hay was seen at his residence,

at the corner of Sixteenth and H streets,to-night. He refused to discuss any matterspertaining to his office. The new
Secretary takes his office under peculiarcircumst ances. Thirty-five years ago, duringthe' civil war, he was private secretary
to President Lincoln. To-day he assumes
tne duties of Secretary of State to a Presi-
dent ju;st closing the only war the country
has hati since that time. Secretary Hay
thus hfis the unique distinction of servingin a con fldential capacity with the two war
Presidents of the latter part of the century.
