DEATH’S ALLIES

T CAMP THOMAS.

DR, SETHRENBERG,

Startling Report

Washington, Oct. 2—The War Departs
ment was startled to.day by a report re
eeived from Camp Thomes most soveraly
arraigning 1ts metheds, [The report was
made by a committes of surgeons nppoint-
ed &t the suggestion of Sprgeon-Genernl
Sternberg 1o sxamine into the condition of
affalrs at the camp. Brigade Surgeon M,
7. Ward Is chairman of this cominlttee,
and 1ts report has caused much anxiety
among War Department oficials, since it
must go bafore the Investigating Comimit-
tee eirly this weelk.

The repart makes the strong point thar
qmllitary discipling could well have heen re-
inzed when necessary in the cause of hu-
manlty. Accompanying the report Ix 2
mass of proof. Following |s an extract re-
ferring to the general bosplin]l management
anil lack of supplles: :

“The testimony hberewlth covers the
ground telative to the care of the slok
g0 completely that we do wot eonslder it
esgentinl to comment extensively om 11
Thers ate, however, sotie fegtures regard-
Ing the wavagement of the hosplial that
we (hink démadd especinl attention.

“Wrhere was a great deal of un-
necessary suffering and misn ¥
dentha resnlting from Inck of
proper attention 1o ihe sielk, It is
our unanimons opinlon that the
hasle causes for this oonecessnry
‘sufieving may be fonand in the prin-
ciples goyerning the manangement
of » T- spitnl of this Kind. It is wol
eoneeivable that men taken from
the ranks promiscuously and with
no previons preparation and put In
ehnrge of helpless slel men eould
do justice to them, and especianlly
s when foreed 1o do so against
thelr wills,

No Excuse for Lack of Supplies

"The yext eanse for Ul treatment of the
slck In this hospital came foin lack of sup-
plies of every nature,

“We cenn find mo reasonable ex-
cune for the lnck of supplies, wihileh
conld have been ensily obialned,
and svere not, hy those responsible,
nud they should be held strictly ac-
countahle.

“Ea fur ne o the offleers divectly in clinrge
af the Jwospliale  are coneerned, the evl-
denee providd conclusively that in owost 1o+
stances they «dld the best they could undper
the elrpumstances. Thers wis o demoral-
Leatlon of thy medical edrps, There Is no
doubt this eaused the feeling of Ind!ffer-
eyer which Ied to actnal negleet.

“The ofticers fn charge of the hospital
oonvinesl fhe board that ther had not
fafleg to soalke the ueecssary  requisitions
for supplies, it could net get them, It is
uht possible for this boord to say whether
they did all that was posdible to be done to
get sapplies, but that they did not succeed
i= apparant.

“It certoninly appears that those
higher in nothority, thosxe who
were in positlons to insist npon the
proper equipment of this hospitnl,
shonld have employed some menns,
whether (o Keeping with the strict-
ext military discipline or not, to
have furnished the comforts for
¢yvery sick man xent to the hospital,
That they did not is apparently evis
dent.
