Regarding the Fashoda question, he sujd |
he wished cordinlly to acknowledge the
dedlre evidenced In the spesshes of Lomd
Nlosebery and Mr. Herbert Asquith to help
the Government In the matter, "a matter
which might develop to'the utmost grav-
1ty."

“It 4s impossible,” he continued,
“for France to maintaln that she
has political rights at Fashoda., She
hnx natorslly and properly nsked
for time to receive Major Mareh-
and's report; but, until the contrary
is proved, I decline to believe that
France will refuse to withdraw, If
she refused;, the maiter would ns-
sume nn aspect s graove as s pos-
sible between two great nations.

“The Government Iy animated by the
friendllest spirit toward France, and does
not wish te infliet humillation. What we
desire Is fair treatment. Our work in

Egypt is not completed. Africa Is big
enough for us both—for France In the
West and ourselves in the Bast, Suarely

we ought to be able to agree to respect one
another's rights and eluims,

“I hope, trast and belleve the
guestion is capable of a friendly
solution, but this c¢ountry has put
her foot down. If, unhappily, an-
other vwiew shomnld be taken by
France, the Queen’s Ministers know
whnt their duty demands.

“1t wonld be a great enlamity if,
after pence for upward of elghty
years, our friendly relntions xhould
he disturbed and we should he
Isunched in n great war; but theve
are greater evils than war, and we
shnll not shrink from anyihing that
is coming, knowing that we are
supported by & united people,”
