Captain Streeter is one of Chicago's most

Ten years ago he
was a prosperous lake captain. One day a

storm wrecked his boat off the foot of
Superior street. Left practically penniless,
the captain turned his wrecked vessel into
a home and began to earn a living on land.
Superior street is one of the most aristo-

cratic on. the North Side, and when land
began to be made about the Streeter
wreck Millionaires N. K. Fairbanks and
John V. FarwelJ sued for possession. CaptainStreeter is a fighter, and many a battle
he had with officers and detectives who
were sent to deprive him of his home and
laud.
Now the captain purposes setting up a

colony of his own, which he will call the"District of Lake Michigan." He wl'l
establish courts and run the district like
the other suburbs of Chicago. To defendhis lauds he will erect an immense tower.
While the tower is building Streeter will
use his own courts to keep off intruders.To set the district, its boundaries, itsrights and position properly before thenations of the world Captain Streeter hasissued a unique proclamation, in whichhe says:
"The 'District of Lake Michigan' is a

separate and independent Government.This territory is not now, and never was.
any part of the territory of the State ofIllinois, County of Cook, or the municipalityknown, incorporated and designated asHid /Mr,- ' >>'

uiwweu, uor is it any part orparcel of any constituted Government,either township, city, county, State orotherwise. The land is owned and held incommon by the sovereigns of the soil. TheGovernment of the United States hasrecognized this territory as belonging tothe inhabitants thereof in common, audsaid Government of the United States hasno jurisdiction, either military or civil, overthe territory, which has been incorporated,recognized and designated as the 'Districtof Lake Michigan.'"On April 4, 1899, a constitution wasadopted and officers were chosen by theInhabitants of the said territory, which isparticularly set forth in the constitutionof the 'District of Lake Michigan' and therecord of the meeting of the people ofsaid district on said April 4, A. of his term as Governor. During his t rm
he was forced to take a long vacation- ;.nd
spent some time at Biloxi, Miss. Al thai;
time his friends were greatly alarmed becauseof the announcement that he had
locomotor ataxia. Later he developed a
bad case of stomach trouble and .hi- general
health began to fail.
This was attributed to the condition of

the Gubernatorial mansion in Springfieid,
where sewer gas was discovered in quanti-
ties. L'he Governor remained m ttie house
and finished his term there, with only temporaryrepa'rs and slight efforts to improvethe sanitary condition. Since then
the entire house has been rebuilt. The
sewer gas was found to be so strung that
the workmen scarcely could work there.
After the campaign of 1896 Mr. Altgeld

had another serious attack and his health
has been gradually getting worse since.
Trips to California, to various springs and
health resorts, have failed to benefit him,
and during the last Mayoralty campaign his
close friends feared he would not be able
to survive until election day.
He retired to his house when the contestwas over, and in addition to his physicalailments has been growing more despondentdaily.
