city expressing the rearm sympathy of
ocean travellers, that know him, with CaptainFrederick Watkins, the veteran commanderof the Paris. In these letters the
keenest sorrow is expressed over the news
that the Paris Is likely to prove a total loss.
Not for the financial Joss Involved do the

writers grieve, but for the misfortune
which thus overtakes her gentle but braveheartedcaptain, now in his sixty-thirdi
year. Those who know him best feel sure
that this supreme disaster.the greatest
iuul can ueinu u suipmaster.win Dreak ma
heart. For nearly forty years he. has
walked the bridge of ocean liners, and not
once, but many times, has faced the greatestdangers unflinchingly. The safety of his
ship and those on board has always been
his constant thought, and Ms own rest audi
comfort his last.
Captain Watkins was born in SussexCounty, England, in 1837. His father was

an English army officer, serving in India,From nig boyhood Frederick Watkins followedthe sea. At thirteen he was apprenticed,at his own request, to the captainof a sailing ship. In the sixties he joinedthe old Ininan. now the American, line aa
an officer. His first command was theEdinburgh, which he piloted lo Cape Town
on a Government mission. Since then he
has commanded nearly every vessel of thd
line and he had never had a serious dls«
aster until the stranding of the Paris.

The Paris's how thus
raiseu, sue wouia suae into deep water una
the patching of the hole would be a simple
matter to ship carpenters.
Perhaps physical conditions are such

that this plan is not feasible, but from
published accounts it is impossible to see
why the rock could not be used as a base.
Sometimes the simplest plans are no<t
thought of in great emergencies, and while
I realise the great talent at work on the
Paris, I venture to make this suggestion.
