More Than 100 Yach
Ready to Start on

the Cruise.

COLUMBIA THE CENTRE.
The Cup Defender Takes ?

Lively Sail-Stretching Spin
on the Sound.

New London, Conn., Aug:. 7..The largest,
fleet of the New York Yacht Club that has
ever rendezvoused 'n New London harbor
ues uu me leijuot riouse to-nigni. uue
hundred aud three captains responded when
the names of their yachts were called on
board the liagship Corsair at 4 o'clock this
afternoon. Probably fifty or sixty additionalvessels are riding in the waters of
the Thames
The yachts are strung In a line eight or

ten deep from the New London Light nearlyto Fort Griswold, presenting the most
magnificent marine picture ever seen in this
harbor. In the centre lies the Columbia,
with the Defender alongside. The Naval oe,
another Herreshoff cup winner, was not
far distant, while the Vigilant was stationednear the mouth of the harbor.
The event of the afternoon was the meetingof the captains on board the Corsair,

wheu it was voted that the fleet shall not
lay over a day at Vineyard Haven, but will
be amenable to a later decision of the
officers. This means that Ihe fleet will sail
from Newport to Vineyard Haven 011 Thursday,from Vineyard Haven 1o New Bedford
on Friday, and from New Bedford to Newporton Saturday.
The run to New Bedford will constitute

the principal change in the programme as

originally outlined, and it will be the first
time in. several years that the New York
fleet has touched at the old whaling town.
Seventy-two steam launches brought the

captains to the Corsair. Commodore J.
Pierpont Morgan personally welcomed each
Captain as he stepped aboard the Corsair.

There is much feeling in the matter, es|pecially as General Breckinridge Is deterjmined to have the duties of his corps plainlyset forth. believes that the inspectors-generalshould have full power to in!spect and report throughout the army, and

he is prepared to carry the fight to the
highest authority.
Involved in the controversy is the Adjutant-General'sdepartment, which is not

friendly to the Inspector-general.
