Afl Unconscious When
the Brave Men Got

to Them.

BLINDED WITH SMOKE.

Fireman Grabs a Bag of Gold
from Under a Blazing

Pillow.

T. Klelnberg, a crockery merchant of
Mount Vernon, his wife and five children
owe their- lives to Policemen George Atweil,Walter Grant and William Tihlstle<ton,
of the Mount Vernon force, who saved them
from being burned to death in a fire which
partly destroyed the store and dwelling occupiedby Mr. Kleinberg, at No. 71 South
Fourth avenue, at an early hour Friday
morning.
Mr. Kleinberg and bis family occupied

sleeping rooms on the second floor, over the
store, and were sleeping soundly, it appears,when the basement was discovered
to be ablaze.
When the three policemen arrived they

found dense volumes of smoke pouring out
of the bedroom windows. Securing a ladder,the three officers climbed it and broke
open a window.
Through blinding smoke the Jbluecoats

groped until they found Mrs. Kieinberg's
sleeping apartment. She was overcome by
the smoke and was carried in the arms of
Policeman Grant down the ladder.
The other two officers closely followed,

each carrying a little child under each arm.

They quickly re-entered the burning buildingand carried out Mr. Kleinberg and his
son, who were nearly suffocated.
When Mr. Kleinberg revived he happened

to remember that he had hidden $120 in
gold under his pillow.

"I'll give any fireman $10 if he will save

my money!" he shouted.
