
POLICEMAN FINED" I
FOR FALSE ARREST.

Magistrate Cornell Tires
of Abuse ofInnocentCitizens.

HE SETS A PRECEDENT.

Charges the Offending Patrol-
man with DisorderlyConduct.FineIs Paid.

Magistrate Cornell, in the Jefferson MarketCourt, yesterday said he was tired of
policemen arresting innocent citizens and
ordered a complaint made against a policeman,Ronnie Sheridan, whom he lined $10,
then tel'lng him he hoped he would be dismissedfrom the force.
Sheridan is from the Macdougal street

station, and was patrolling at Greene and
Houston streets at noon, when he saw
Dionisio Fagquale, of No. 88 Forsyth street,
standing on the corner. The Italian is employedin the cloak manufactory of Oppenheim& Collins, on the second floor of the
building. He was smoking, after having
had his lunch and before going up to the
shop.
Sheridan walked up to Fagquale and told

him to "get out of there." The Italian repliedthat he thought he had a right to be
there and stepped up one step 011 a little
stairway leading into the building.
The policeman followed him and seized

him by the coat. He dragged him off the
step and out on the sidewalk, swearing at

lish and in Italian, but he was hurried down
the street toward the Macdougal street stationhouse, all the time being abused.

Witnesses Were Indignant.
George Kleinberger, of No. 155 Wooster

street, a member of the firm of Brann,
Slatter & Co., manufacturers, and Albert
Sheff, of No. 212 West One Hundred and
Sixteenth street, a travelling salesman of
the firm of S. Miller & Co., of Philadelphia,
were at that point at the time and they
witnessed the actions of the policeman and
the nrisoner and heard their language.
They were so struck by the outrageous

arrest that they followed the policeman and
the prisoner to the station house and then
to the Jefferson Market Court.
The policeman told Magistrate Cornell in

court that complaints had been1 made of
people loitering about the corner where he
had found Pasquale, and he said that there
were forty persons on the corner at the
time.
The prisoner declared that he and the

two witnesses were the only persons there
nml the witnesses swere tn the same thinir
They also told of the language the policemanhad used. Magistrate Cornell was Indignantand said:
"I'm tired of this thing. Take a complaintof disorderly conduct against this

officer."
Sheridan was escorted to a room and the

complaint clerk went in to get the evidenceand the names and facts. SergeantFoody and a number of the court officers
and clerks went into the room also. Theywere a very long time inside, so long thatMagistrate Cornel] asked what the matter
was. He was toid that several of the clerks
and officers had said that the case was onefor the Police Commissioners to deal withand not for the Magistrate.
The Magistrate Becomes Angry.
"What's that?" he said as he arose from

his seat on the bench. "I want that policemanbrought before me this minute. If
he isn't I may have to have one of my
clerks arrested."
The complaint clerk had been either overawedor had his opinion of the case changedfor when he came out he did not have thecomplaint filled out.
Magistrate Cornell took it from him, andwith a few strokes of the peD enderl it,putting in his signature. Sheridan was onthe stand by this time. He was natwi n.r

the Magistrate if he had anything to sayto the charge of disorderly conduct made!against him.
The Magistrate read from the complaintwhich he had finished up that the policemanwas charged with disorderly conduct in ar,resting and abusing a peaceable citizen.The officer went over his story again.The Italian declared that a firm in theplace had made a complaint about crowdson the sidewalks two years ago, but nonehad been made since.
"You are fined $10," said the Magistrateto the policeman, "and I hope the PoliceCommissioners will dismiss you from theforce."
Sheridan did not .pay the fine as he probablydid not have tne money with him.The fine was paid later, and it was rumoredthat the court officers made it up amongthemselves.

Its Owner Has a Vision of
Bryan and Belmont TrottingTandem.

Joseph J. Willett, Augustus Van Wyck's
ch'ief Presidential boomer in the South,
established headquarters at the Hofim-au
House yesterday and issued a call for all
admirers of the Brooklyn man to meet him
to-night.
In opening the campaign against Bryan,

Croker, Belmont and others who have yet
failed to enrol under the Van Wyck banner,Mr. Willett issued this pronunciamento:

Colonel Bryan, I understand, has been negotiatingwith ltichard Croker since early last
May. Oliver H. P. Belmont first conducted
these negotiations as only a Bryan diplomat
could. If Tammany is satisfied with Mr. Croker
declaring for Bryan, then next to Mr. Croker
Mr. Belmont is entitled to be considered the
greatest man in Tammany Hall, aud deserves
tile second place on the ticket should Mr. Cioker
and Mr. Bryan dominate the next national convention.

These intrigues began early last May. I was
here about that time, and I met one of Mr.
Bryan's most trusted friends at the Waldorf one
night and had a little conversation with him.
He told me.not in confidence, however.that
Mr. Bryan had written a letter to him for the
purpose of having it shown to Mr. Belmont.

In this letter Mr. Bryan stated what he was
willing to do. and that practically is what he
has just done in his Iowa speech.that is, to
subordinante the silver issue. In return for
this he expected the support of Mr. Croker, and
that Mr. Croker would alter his views on the
question of expansion to conform with those of
Mr. Bryan. The information in this letter
was to be sent by Mr. Belmont to Mr. Croker,
who had just sailed for England.

At the same time, the Committee of One
Hundred of the dollar dinner, through Mr.
Quinby. Mr. Bryan's official representative 'n
this rifv was T am informed, to make a colli-
bination with Mr. John C. Sheehan. It was at
this time that Mr. Sheehan declared war upon
Mr Croker. But he did not know that the fine
Italian hand of Mr. Belmont was at work.
Belmont prevented the Committee of One

Hundred adding Mr. Sheehan to their forces,
and postponed any action until Mr. Croker
could be heard from. This influence of Sheehan's,as well as that of Charles W. Dayton,
had been solicited to join the Bryan forces,
with Norman E. Mack, of Buffalo, the general
manager of the movement in the State. The
opposition was to have been made when the
Democratic Committee met in St. Louis at. the
time of the anti-trust dinner on the 20th of last
May.

Just before that word was received by Mr.
Belmont from Mr. CTOker, so I am informed,
and conveyed to Mr. Bryan, that the Tammany
chieftain was willing to accept Mr. Bryan's
principles, and that he would declare himself on
his return from Europe.

In the meantime, through Norman E. Ma fir
and Mr. Belmont, Mr. Bryan was to cut loose
all connections from Sheehan.

Thinking that everything was fixed, exGovernorStone, of Missouri, visited this city
and solicited Judge Augustus Van Wyck to attendthe anti-Trust Dinner, which he declined
to do.
