Harlem has suffered almost constant cannonadingfor the past month. Contractors

making excavations in many streets in the
northern part of Manhattan have blasted
rock from early morning to late at night
with a degree of recklessness that has inflictedmuch damage to property and thoroughlyfrightened many people. There have
been numerous accidents, but luckily none
serious.
Angelo Allegro, an Italian contractor,

making an excavation at Madison avenue
and One Hundred and Eightenth street,
set off a blast of dynamite early yesterday
morning that sent a bombardment of rocks
against the nearby houses. Windows were
shattered, ceilings cracked, and walls dented.Many people had narrow escapes from
injury.

Child Narrowly Escapes.
A large piece of rock was hurled through

the basement window of an apartment
house across the street, and crashed against
the wall just over the bed where little
Jacob Kauffmaii was sleeping. The child
was covered with debris, but fortunately
was not injured.
The ceilings of the apartment house No.

13 East One Hundred and Eighteenth
street were cracked by the blast. This
house has suffered broken windows from
previous blasts, and its occupants are much
flightened.
So heavy was yesterday morning's blast

that many people rushed out of their
houses, fearing that the walls would fall.
Much indignation was aroused, and the
residents of the neighborhood declared
that some action should be taken to protecttheir lives and property. Despite
this, however, no action was taken, either
by the police or the Fire Department Bureauof Combustibles, under whose control
are all blasting operations.
The neighborhood of Madison avenue and

One Hundred and Eighteenth street plainly
showed to-day the effects of its bombardment.The rock in the vacant lot where
blasting is being done rises fifteen feet
above the sidewalk. Apartment houses
closely surround it. Broken windows, bent
railings, a broken water main and the
street littered with debris were the visible
evidences of dangerous explosions.Fire Marshal I'eter Seery, under whose
direction is the Bureau of Combustibles,
said to the Journal yesterday that there
was too much careless blasting.

Workmen Are Careless.
"The business is mostly done by Italian

contractors," said Mr. Seery. "While these
men may understand the use of explosives,
{many of their workmen are careless. The
regulations of the Fire Department regardingthe use of explosives in the city are
most carefully prepared and cover every
point. The trouble is the impossibility, underthe present system, of watching and
safeguarding every blast.
"The three men of the Bureau of Combustiblescannot supervise 100 operations at

once. It seems to me far more important
to have an inspector on every blasting work
than to have them on every sewer trench,
as is done in that kind of work. I would
Elimsest that everv blast should he offlclaliv
inspected before being set off. Either the
police should watch li or the contractor
be compelled to pay for an inspector, as
sewer contractors must do.

Constant Inspection Needed.
"All blasting contractors must get a permitfirst from the Fire Department. We

put them through a catechism to see that
they understand the regulations, but you
can't stop overloading blasts or enforce
proper precautions unless you stand over
these men with a club. An example ought
to be made of one of them. We make them
give bonds of .$5,000 for possible damages
to surrounding property, and the Penal
Code provides for imprisonment, but I do
not recall a s'iugle case of a contractor
being punished more than money damages.
"We can and often do take away licenses

of careless blasters, but what is needed is
preliminary inspection to insure the safetyof life and property. The blasters use
dynamite cartridges of about a pound each.
Two of .-em are usually sufficient for a
safe blast, but in seamy, loose rock not
that much should be used. But the contractor.desirous of hastening h'is work, is
prone to load up beyond the danger limit."

Public Rarely Hears of
the Big Diamond and

Jewel Thefts.

Very lew robberies occur in this city
which are not reported to the police, but

it is the fixed policy of the Detective Bureauto suppress all information about

such cases in order to keep all knowledge
of them from the public. This is done, it

is said, so the thieves may not know the

police are looking for them.
Pawnbrokers were formerly used by the

police in finding stolen property and establishingthe identity of the thieves, but

since Captain McClusky has been at the1

bead of the Detective Bureau.he has practicallystopped sending to the pawnbrokers
postal cards containing lists of stolen

goods. It is the custom now for the de-i

tectives to read to the pawnbrokers a descriptionof goods which have been stolen,
and it would take a wonderful mind to remembereven a small percentage of thej
articles so described.
The I'inkerton Detective Agency seems to

have superseded the police in dealing with
pawnbrokers, and the postal cards sent to1
them recently regarding stolen goods have
been signed by Robert Plnkerton. This
agency makes contracts for the finding of
stolen property, anil its terms on large
robberies are from .10 to 25 per cent of the
amount recovered.
After many robberies in which the nature

of the goods taken makes it impossible that
the thieves would have dealings with pawn-

to become known to the public. The victimsate instructed by the police to maintainabsolute silence, and it is said many

Taught to Steal from
Sugar Factories, They

Sicken and Die.

REFINERS DELIGHTED,

Much of Their Property Was
Stolen by Trained Bees and

T hey Had No Red ress.

American bee breeders are very muc);
exercised; at the present time over the mis
fortune of their brethren in the south ol
Prnnnp wKpi-p Tnillinna rvf hpwi nrp rix-i nn

of a sort of cholera which baffles the treat
ment of their owners."

Incidentally, some highly interesting
facts about the bee business in Franct
have been brought out, which show noi

only the intelligence of the little insects bin
the astuteness of those who employ them
In the vicinity of 'Marseilles, where bet

hives exist in thousands, the bee farmerf
have taught the swarms to burglarize th<
sugar refineries. Instead of growing
flowers for the honey makers, the agr'cul
turists locate themselves as near as possi
ble to a sugar factory.
At first the bees, which have honest dis

positions, are averse to entering the refin
eries and stealing, but after a while the'i
natures are corrupted and they become uu
scrupulous burglars. They find it very
much easier after their moral descent t<
steal sugar from the vats than to labor!
ously collect honey from flowers.
So degenerate have some of the bees

around Marseilles become that it is doubtfu
if they would know a flower if they saw
one. They spend their whole time breaking
into the refineries, showing great ingenuity
in accomplishing their burglaries.
Recently the refiners put their heads to^

gether and thought up some method by
which they might head off the robber Insects.They decided to put up fly screens,
These they constructed in such a way thai
the bees could get into the buildings, bul
could not get out. Once in they were mur
dered by the factory hands.
Thousands of bees perished of starvation

having lost the faculty of collecting honey
from flowers. Then the bee raisers hil
upon the plan of going around at night anc
breaking down the screens with big sticks
The bees, which knew what t'helr bosses
were about, It is said, followed them it
swarms and entered the refineries.
The refiners of Marseilles, however, havi

found another ally in their campalgiagainst the bees. Bee cholera has brokei
out, and they are dying by the millions.
Some naturalists believe that it is th

penalty imposed on them by nature fo
their violation of her laws in adopting
molasses diet instead of eating syrup fron
