lastly, women do not Seem to have the faculty
of exercising as well as men that judgment
which must be used Im deallng with many
matters In certaln offices.

The Civil Serviee Commissioners declare:

that they have a long lat of excellent women
stenogrephers and typewriters eligible for
appointment, but that they cannot get the
appointing officers to take them.

We all know that it Is only during the last
decades of this century that women have
had addess to employment in publie and pri-
vate offices, and that It ls malnly the |nven-
tion of the typewriter that gave them the op-
portunity. In the offices in Washington city
the women, of course, are paid the same sal-
arfes as men for the same work;: but in pri-
vate employment they must work for less
than 'men would ask. Jt Is the wage system
that now obtains that determines this differ-
ence in wages, and In apite of all the protgsts
that are made the difference will remain’ as
long as the wage system lasts. Men will be
pald more because they, as a rule, have
others dependent on them, or expeet to have,
