paign document will be issued to-morrow
In the interest of Mayor Jones, independentGubernatorial candidate. It is entitled."Who Is Jones?" and in part is as
follows:
"Samuel M. Jones was born August 3,

1S46. near -the village of Bedd Gellert,
Caernarvonshire, North Wales. His parentsemigrated to America when he was
three years old, settling in Lewis County,
New York. The boy was set to work at a

very early age. His first employment was
that of doing chores on a farm. He was
enabled to get some schooling during the
Winter months, but aU told this schooling
did not amount to more than thirty, months.
"At eighteen he set out for the oil regions

and was variously employed as a driller,
pumper, tool dresser and pipe liner. During
1892 and 1893 he Invented some simple
but valuable Improvements in oil well appliances,and in 1894 he began the mauufaotnreof these in Toledo under the firm
name of the Acme Sucker Rod Company.

"It was at this time that Mr. Jones had
his first awakening as to the conditions of
cne poor, a scale or wages was therefore
made higher than that paid to employes in
any other factory in this industry. Subsequentlya flfty-houT week was given and
22% cents an hour was made the minimum
for unskilled labor. A five per cent Christinasdividend on earnings for the year is
now paid, and a week's vacation with payis given to every employe. From the first
Mr. Jones sought to break down the spiritof social caste by getting together the
working men and people in other walks of
life In meetings and on boat excursions.He posted in his factory the golden rule
as a substitute for the usual yard-longjtring of rules with penalties for Infraction.In employing new men the ordinarybusiness rule of inquiry into every man'shistory was abolished and the neweomeT
was taken lp simply as a man and abrother. A plot of ground adjoining thefactory was filled in. Improved and turnedinto a park, public meeting place and children'splayground.
"This is the famous Golden Rule Park,where at any time you may see groups orhappy children, and on Sundays, duringthe warm months, gatherings that assembleto hear prominent lecturers broughtfrom all parts of the country. This has

now been supplemented by Golden RuleHall, in the factory building, where all
sorts of meetings are held.
"About three years ago Mr. Jones determinedto break away from the twelvehourplan of drilling oil wells usual In theoil regions, and adopted the eight-hour system.He also adopted the scale of thirtysevenand one-half cents per hour for

drillers and thirty cents per hour for tooldrfssers. As he says, 'It costs a little more,but the effect of it is to give two more
men a Job on each well, to grant to twolittle families the right to live decently,to "ievate the lives of six men at everywell, by transforming drudgery into a
reasonable task.

hem. I became convinced that in certain
nstances, at least, this was true. In such
lases Comptroller Morgan has refused to
>ay. The Attorney-General, for his part,
aas been keenly alert to the interests of
he State.

Probed for Corruption.

DENIALS OF BACK DOWN

Jo Threat Made to Force
Crcker to Show His Hand

in the Ramapo Job.
John C. Sheehau yesterday issued a
orinai statement in which he brands as
reposterous the report that the fight In
he Ninth District has been called off beausehe had threatened to force Mr.
?roker to show his hand in the Ramapo
ab by offering resolutions at the Tammany
liill General Committee meeting denounc11g that job. Mr.. Sheehan'g statement is
s follows:

I have not hesitated to denounce the Ramaposteal; the morning after th,e matter becamepublic I said that I was decidedly opposed
to it, which statement was based upon the
knowledge I acquired in regard to the water
supply of this city when connected with the
Aqueduct Commission some years tigo. I then
believed the city would have an abundant supplyof water for the next twenty or thirty
and I so believe now.

This Ramapo job is the moat outrageous and
brazen attempt ever made to plunder the peopleof New York, and the press of this city is
deserving of the highest praise and has earned
the gratitude of all classes of our citfeens who
believe in the honest administration of public
affairs for giving a finishing blow to this job.

I attended the meeting 6f the Tammany
Hall General Committee on Tuesday evening
last, and if I had intended to introduce a
resolution denouncing the Ramapo job I certainlywould have done so, as I am satisfied
that the rank and file of Tammany, as Well
as Democratic voters of the city generally, are
lined up against the steal. No proposition
has been made to me with the view of Mr.
Goodwin being "called off" in the Ninth AssemblyDistrict.

In common with a large majority of the
members of the Tammany Hall organization
of the Ninth District, I want Mr. Goodwin to
remain "in the race," otherwise the Democraticvoters of the district would not have
the opportunity they welcome to crush out with
their votes and so give emphasis to the hitter
resentment they feel against outside interference,and the autocratic dictation in matters
concerning home affairs.

The people of the Ninth District, will show
by their votes, September 19. that they have
no use for slanderous ingrates, public plunderersand Ramapo raiders.

IRKS PERFECTLY,

Bolton Hall Shares Realty
Profits with His

Tenants.

BIG DIVIDENDS PAID.

Experiment Lasts Four Months,
the Lowest Amount Given

Out Being $~75.
William U. Scott aiul Bolton Hall are

both single-taxers. They are associated in
the practice of law and In the real estate
business at No. Ill Broadway. Both are

men of means. Mr. Hall Is a son of the
late Rev. Dr. John Hall, and recently got
much of his father's estate. Mr. Scott, too,
Is a collector of rents from bouses which
he owus in this city. They have had frequenttalks on the anomalous position in
which their wealth placed them. Like all
followers of Henry George they believe all
the income from land belongs to the peojpie, and yet every month they collect "1111jearned increment" from numerous tenants,
About a year ago Mr. Scott proposed, as

a relief to the situation, to make an ex-1
periment along single tax Hues with tfje
tenants of some houses which Mr. Hall
owns. The houses were at Nos. 223 to 231!
Reid avenue, Brooklyn. Mr. Scott called a

meeting of the tenants and explained lilsj
p.an to them. He proposed to value the
buildings at ten times their proper rent;
when occupied by tenants, which would
amount to $8,000 each for the single houses
and $14,000 for the 'double ones.

As his share, Mr. Hall was to receive 5
per cent upon the total sum annually, and
pay all interest upon any mortgages therei
might be on the property, together with
taxes, repairs and insurance- The baljj
ance, at the end of the year, was to be
divided among the tenants proportionately
to the rent they paid.
A committee of two was to be elected by

the tenants, whom Mr. Hall would consult
before making any important repairs or
doing anything that might lessen the incomefrom the buildings.
"While we believe in co-operation as a

principal/' said Mr. Scott to tbc tin tuts,
"we are proposing this scheme merely as
a matter of business. Vacancies and repairsare largely under the control of tenants.If you choose to look to our commonInterest, I am willing to have you participatewith us in our profits as landlords.
The tenants gladly accepted the/proposition
and it was in operation for four months.
Its success surpassed the highest expectationsof Its originators. Last May the propertywas sold, and the purchaser did not
care to continue the arrangement, so yesterdaya dividend for four months was declaredto each tenant by Mr. Scott and Mr.
Hall. The smallest cheek mailed to any
tenant was for $75. Mr. Hall is very enthusiasticabout the success of the cooperativerent scheme.

commissions to real estate agents for fillingvacant houses. My tenants did all that
for me. They kept the houses filled with
good, respectable persons. They took bettercare of the property and did not ask
for any unnecessary repairs."
So pieased was Mr. Scott with the result

of the experiment that lie now is collecting
rents from flats which he owns in Harlem
on exactly the same principle. He refused
to state the street and numbers yesterday,
fearing, he said, that It might embarrass
the working of the scheme by doing so.

HI XT. FLORENCE, fourteen.
HITT, ETHEL, eleven.
KOHLER, TONY, thirteen.
The Middlebrooks were of Long Hill, the

Hitts of Bridgeport, Kohler of Tashua, and
none knew tliat the tide at Black Rock
flows with a force that the strongest swimmerscan scarcely resist.
None knew how to swim. They had

come there, following Mrs. Middlebrook,
her son Robert, Fred Kohler and his sister.
These left the others in the water and
went far away from them on the beach to
cook a dinner. Fred returned to tiie
bathers.
A fisherman in a boat saw them. The

tide was flowing out swiftly. It came
from Ash Creek In a rush. Ethel Ilitt
cried and sank. Her companions ran to
her and were caught. They struggled, they
fought desperately, they lost their heads.
The fisherman remained in his boat immovableas a milestone.
Fred Kolfler, twenty-five years of ag*

freed himself and ran to the shore crying
for help. A young woman. Miss Mary
Dewey, hastened to the village. She saw
two men who were campers-out 011 the
way and told the news to them. They disappeared.She found Timothy Connelly
and Frank O'Harij. of Bridgeport, willing
to listen to her, and they ran to the beach
as fast as they could. They saw a head
disappearing in the waves and jumped in.

Tlie.v yelled at the fisherman. He was

pulling in his lines. He looked at the newcomersangrily, swore, and rowed away.
The head that was disappearing was that
of Florence Hltt. Connelly and O'Hara
carried her to the shore and tried to revive

Dennis Harry jumped into the water and

caught Ethel Hltt, lifeless also. Connelly
and O'Hara found the bodies of Mlddiebrook,of his daughter and of Tony Kohh \

They found them in alternate efforts, 01 *

carrying a burden to the shore while tl.
other searched.
They placed the five bodies in a line in

the vestibule of the chapel. Lewis C. Hitt.
father of Ethel n.id Florence Hitt, arrived;
then came in a crowd of the villagers and
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and the sisters of Tony Kohler.
Mr. Hitt gazed into vacancy, tried to

speak, and fell to his knees, sobbing. The
other relatives of the# drowned, in a circle
around them, knelt also. The villagers retiredto a distance, in grave sympathy, and
prayed. The scene had a grandly impressivesadness.
Strangers whispered details. Mr. Middlebrookhad come from Long Hill in a wagon

with his family to Bridgeport and invited
Mrs. Hitt and her daughters to come with
them to Black Hock. Mrs. Hitt. detained
by iter work at home, had refused.
They were happier than ever.it seemed

to Mrs, Hitt.in that wagon. The sun was
bright, every one was well and Mr. Middlebrookled the gayety with his odd tales and
fables. There was no presentiment in antone'smind, apparently, other than of the
clambake that Mrs. Middlebrook would
