Wiashilngton, Sept. D.—An agreement sntis-
factory to the Unlted States ob the Alnskan
provislonal boundary e, or modng yvlvendl,
hus been entered into between Secretary
Hay and Mr, Tower, Britlsh Charge 'Af-
fuires.

To make this agreement operative, the
Hay-Towers convention must be ratified in
London.

This is an authoritative statement of the
status’ of the negotlutlons between the
United States and BEogland on the pro-
posed modos vivendl .

The Btate Department denles absolute-
Iy that the Alnskan lpe Was been settled
and that only minor mutters of detnll re-
main Tor negotintions, as published In New
York to-day. -

It Is nlsp emphntically denied that the
Unlted States hos wade lmportant con-
cosslons  to reach o tentatlve agreement
with the British Charge d"Affalves.

On the ‘contrary, the State Department
ofticlals affirm that this Government hus
meintalnad Its rights to territory elalmed
by the United States slnce 1885, and that
the slight vurlptions of the line proposed
by Secretary Huy do oot Involve any sacrl-
fice of the original position of the Unlted
fStutes In the negotintlons,

The United Stntes, nfter the re-
cent negotintions between Secre-
tary Hay and Mr., Tower. stlll re-
tains on the Ameriean side of the
line the large and lmportant see-
tion of the Porcupine Distriet
claimed and demanded by Canado.

The United Stntes wtill contends
that the provisional boundary line
should follow westward nnd In-
¢lude the Kileheni River, thus con-
trolling the navigation from the
Porcupine distriet to the Lyan
Canal,

The United Sintes still holds the
vilinge of Kinekwan on the Ameri-
can side of the provisionnl boun-
dary line.

The United States still maintnins
that the whole of the Lynn Cannl
Is In American territory.
