be left unnoticed.
So the stewards issued an edict that tlic

entries of King Barleycorn shall lie refusedduring tne rest of the Ornvesend
meeting and further recommended that this
refusal be made permanent by the stewardsof the Jockey Club.

Snspect I'se of Dope.

iii-King Barleycorn get away with this sentencethey should reckon themselves the
luckiest of mortals. It has been a case of
"copper on and copper off" with this horse,
if in>t with others In the stable, and the
instrument used has been "dope" almost
beyond the shadow of doubt.

improved methods now in vogue cannot he
proved without killing the horse and peranniirnnsv is likolv. Utill. there
