' Boathouse Built Durinc

the Summer.Other
Improvements.

Cambridge, Mass., Sept. 15..The grea
part that is being played by athletics ii
the college man's life is seen from the flm
permanent improvements that are bein,
made on soldiers' field.
From now on this extensive athletic fielc

will have place for all the sports of th<
university, and it will be the most elabo
ratei.v furnished and equipped athletic fielt
owned by any college.
This year, when the students return, thej

will find that a new boathouse Is being
bu It at the water's edge and connected
with the main grounds.
It will cost something over $25,000,

which monew was raised by the comm ttee
appointed by the Harvard Club of .NewYork.
The house will be two stories high and

shingled with hard pine so as to match the
locker building which adjoins it. The
building will be 139 feet long by 1G6 feet
wide.
The ground floor will be devoted to rooms

for the shells and one office. At one side
the work shop will be situated.
On the other there w 11 be a fine rowing

tank, the room measure of which will be
twenty-eight feet by fifty-six feet.
The central room upstairs will be used to

keep trophies and photos of the 'Varsity
and freshmen crews. This room will be
forty-one by seventy feet.
On the right of the trophy room will be

a room in which the coaches can consu t, a
dressing room for the 'Vnrsl y crew and a
shower bath. On the left of these there
will be large lockers and quarters for the
various class crew's.
Another building of interest will be the

small one being erected back of the
locker building. Among other rooms, it will
contain a large retention room, where victorsat the games may wait for friends.
The Newell Memorial Gateway is also

Hearing completion. This consists of an
Immense iron and masonry gateway, which
is s'tuatcd immediately in front of the
locker building.
As is well known, if was erected to the

memory of Marshall Newell, who was one
of the best known ami well liked of Harvardfootball men, and who also rowed on
the 'Varsity crew.
He met his death a few years ago in a
