ject of "Divorce" at Newport last

June 1 have received between three and
four hundred letters front all parts of this

atcthat the cpneral DUblic is more afraid
of tlie horrors of this evil.
Nearly every one .if these letters was

written by well-eilucated. Intelligent and

apparently thoughtful people, which fact

might lo convince us that it is high time
for our Church to take a definite stand in
this matter, and 1 am very pleased that
Bishop Potter made it important at the
Diocesan Convention.
And. if these ideas of his. with slight

limitations, are introduced at the next
General Convention by Bishop Potter himselftliey will certainly he the means of
accomplishing something definite. But if
those ideas are monopolized by a certain
"Church Unity Party," who try to attach
themselves to Bishop Potter's coat tails,
and introduced to the convention by this
"party." the result will bit a mixture of
gas and personal glory.
Now. aw to what I regard as a just and

wise move against this nuisance. Generally
speaking, I would say do everything we

can to make the "way of the transgressor
hard." Make it hard to secure a divorce,
and make it extremely difficult to remarrv.
Tn order to bring this about we ought t<»

have uniform divorce laws, add until that
is accomplished, which I sincerely hope
will be in the near future, do as they do in
Delaware.refuse to grant divorce to an
outsider for any cause which is not grounds
for a divorce in the State or Territory to
which the outsider belongs. The eonrtesj
due from one State to the other should
teach us this.

rr a in a u wrecks a train In one State he
does Dot. find protection In another Slate
or Territory, and if a man wrecks a home
in one State his actions should hot receive
any encouragement "in a sister State. They
should be sent back to where they belong.
The man or woman who goes to another

State with a domestic matter is mostly in
the wrong.

It Is not necessary for any one In
this Innd to leave his home and
seek justice among strnnjeers.
When he does that he Is only buyingIt with money.

Again, society can do a world of good towardabatiug this evil by refusing to receiveoffenders. They are more in dread
of tills than anything else. This is thegreatestearthly punishment that can be
inflicted 011 an American citizen.to lie
'turned down" by his set, whatever that
set uiay he.
Now. to speak of the innocent party in a

divorce.the exception, the rarity, the personin the ease to whom we can attribute
110 blame. When we come in contact with
that person we are duty bound in the sight
of God and justice to "look 011 him or her
as we would on any other guiltless person.
But if such a person came to me to he remarriedI would say to him or her:
">yow, you have nail a sorrowful experience,and would it not be well for you to

make a hero or martyr of yourself by remainingjust as you are. Get well enough
alone. It will do so much good to the
Church and the general public, so much
toward checking this shame of our land.
"There are ten thousand guilty ones who

will take refuge, behind your Innocence if

you remarry. Is it not better that you
should suffer a little than that these thousandsof home wreckers should go free?"

personally."
You say that they would go to some

other clergyman, who would do it. This
(nils my attention to another point, and
that is this: That if proper courtesy existedbetween the Christian ministers of
this country no gentleman would perform
a ceremony for a person who had been, "for
reasons," refused by one of his brother
clergymen. Any clergyman who does this
at onee places the standard of his church
beneath that of the church from which
the applicant oomcs.

The Her. Dr. Hamilton created a sensationin June last by delivering a sermon

before the fashionable congregation of All
Saints' Church, Newport, in which he
asked society to refuse to acknowledge divorceand divorcees.
He asked his hearers to ostracise "homewreckers."and his remarks were so evidentlypointed to two prominent members

of the Four Hundred who had figured in a
sensational case and had then been married
that his words created a great stir among
the fashionable attendants of the church.
