After the Enemy's Ship.

The submarine boat kept its head abort
the water only five seconds. . During tba
time the pilot ganged the position of i

enemy, shortly to be destroyed. The flag:
were about a mile away.
The boat dived again and kept on ai

even course below the whter In the direc
tion of the enemy's ship.

hundred yards of the flags. Of course-, onlj
those in the narrow space, crowded witt
the mysteries of machinery, knew this.

proof of the judgment of distance.
The Holland boat at this juncture showed

herself not only a terribly destructive en
glne. but indicated her defensive capabili
ties by turning tail and retiring in a direc
tion opposite that she had previously taken
thus , escaping even the possibility oi
danger.
The boat continued her cohrse submerged

for another riiile, came to the surface ant
headed for the moorings at New Suffolk."

A Race Home for Life.
Those on the Josephine were cqmmentinc

upon the swift surface passage of the
boat, but none surmised that experiment;
had ceased and that the little craft was
on a life and death race for the pier.
When the Holland neared the pier tner

ran up and down excitedly on her back
and she was tied alongside almost as quick
ly as it here takes to tell it.
Those on land and in the bay were aston

Ished to see the hatches ripped off and the
bodies of five men, limp and nncohselous
borne from the boat and deposited on tht
wharf.
These five men had been overcome by t

leakage of gasoline ip the engine room and
for many minutes had been betwqen lift
and death.

How It Happened.
The boat is styjplled with two englnef

for propulsion.one fthose motor power li
electricity, used when the vessel is sub
merged, and another run by gasoline, usee
when the boat is running on" the surface.
One of the auxiliary cocks of the gasoline

engine had been carelessly turned, am

slowlv and insidiously the escaping Suit
had filled the small compartments.
There is always a certain smell of gaso

l'ne In the engine room, which robbed tin
crew of proper caution when the deadn
fumes were escaping.' t

Ore man after another fell to the floor o

Mr. White's reference to the Isanduk
massacre- relates to the attack made 01

January 22, 1879, by some fifteen thousanc
Zulus upon the British camp at Isandula
about ten miles from Rorke's Drift, on tin
Tugela. Five companies of the Twenty
fourth Regiment, with Colonel Durnford
Lleutenant-Coionei fuueine aim oiner or
fleers were massacred, the British total los>
being about 837. Two thousand Zulus an
said to have been killed.

GETS $29,316 JUDGMENT.

After Twenty-Six Years' Effort the Forj
mer Aldermen Win Their

Suit by Default.

at last obtained a judgment against the
city of New York for money due for services.This latest and thus far only sum

eessful suit was brought in the United
States Circuit Court by the -assignee of the
claims of this Board for-the year 1898. '

The suit Was not defended by Corpora-,
tion Counsel Whalen. upon whom the movingpapers were served on August 15. The
sal'ifrles claim for the yean 1898 was $28,000.
Judge I/neonibe gave a default judgment
for $29,310.
The "Croniwellian" Board' of Aldermen

was legislated out 01 omce tweiuy-jive
years ago. They have claimed in tbelr numeroussuits that rae act of IS7.1, l>y which
the mode of electing was changed, is uuconstltutl«Hial,and that their Board Is the
only Common Council of the city. And so

jthev have each year sent to the Mayor and
told lviin that they were ready for business
.Which has beeii Ignored as too farcical
for serious thought. Only a mluorlty of the
Board are still living.
