Forty nations of the world were officially y

represented by delegates and more than
four hundred delegates were present, rep- +
resenting various chambers of commerce or +
trade boards in all parts of the world. The T
object of the congress is a development of y
the commerce of the world and the har- y
monizlng of the varied trade interests. T
The discussions to follow in the sessions y
of the congress, the closing session being +
fixed for November 1, "will be participated T
In by the delegates. +
To-day's meeting was devoted wholly to +

the formal welcoming of the delegates. ^
The deliberations will be in the English i

languuge, although delegates who prefer T
to speak tliolr own language win ue |iei- i

mitted to do so. T
In to-day's exercises President McKinley

was represented by Assistant 'Secretary of r

State Hill, while the foreign nations were +
officially represented bv their legations. ^
These diplomats occupied seats on the -istage,while the delegates to the Congress 4occupiedseats reserved for them. The for- 4eigndelegates and diplomats from Washingtonassembled this afternoon in the 4officeof Mayor Ashbridge. Carriages later +
took them to the exposition grounds. 4
Their entry into the auditorium was the

signal for a great outburst of applause.

the temporary chairman, called the meetingto order, and introduced David J.
Hill, Assistant Secretary of State. Mr.

Filipinos IIlKh Minded.
"We arrived at Manila last December,

which was two months before hostilities 2

cers of the Filipinos frequently came withinour lines, and I discussed with them

every phase of the situation. They were

very high minded and gave me the opinion
that they were well able to look after
themselves. le
"The best among them, however, are ig- 5

norant. Occasionally I found a smattering
of education. But they are absolutely
an ignorant race, and quite ineap- g
able of nelf-government.
"It 1s true that they possess much shrewd- tl

ness and are cunning, but In reality the /chieftrait In their character is treachery. _

It is this which has enabled them to make
a3 good a showing as they have made, but
this is no argument, nor con it be made so,
that they are capable of governing themselves.<

Fear of Insurrection. 0
"Suppose that they were left alone. The

Islands would be a scene of insurrection *withoutany possibility of Bestorlng peace.
Only a strong power can take hold of those 8f
islands, subdue the varlous factions and 1:
place them on a solid footing.

"I am convinced that the best way to $
govern the Islands is to give them a firm,
stiff-necked colonial government, moulded w
on the same lines as the government of u
colonies of Great Britain. There should be
a Governor-General, who should have absolutepower over the civil government, and
also tne commiana 01 me untiea mares a)
troops and any native troops that It may ^
he considered judicious to organize.

'This may seem strange, but I
am convinced that as soon as the
rebellion is crushed there will be Is
an entire change of heart amona a j
large percentage of natives, and
they will be unite willing: to carry
arms antler American officers.
"With the 35,000 men now down there, ~

and the additional 25,000 that Will be on
the ground when the November campaign
opens, there will he ample soldiery to walk

throughthe Islands. Sixty thousand troops bwill teach the Filipinos the lessons they qdeserve. But it must not be a campaign
oftemporizing. It must be aggressive and f,persistent from the start. There must be ]
