Bryan Stirred Kentuckians.

Great Crowd nt Louisville.

When Mr. Bryan faced the great crowd
on the race track he read this letter, but
declined to enter into the details it challenged.He repeated the argument which he
has made all over the State, that the
Democracy of the nation is interested in a
Democratic victory in Kentucky on the
eve of a Presidential election, and no matterwhat took place in the convention
which nominated Senator Goebel. the
remedy was certainly not to elect a RepublicanGovernor, representing Republi-1
can polities.
He aroused his audience to a high pitch

of excitement by expressing sympathy
with the Boer war for independence, and
declaring that the United States could
not interfere as an intermediary, because
some one might ask about the Philippine
war for independence.
Mr. Bryan seems to have suddenly abandonedhis thory that President McKinley

should issue a proclamation promising selfrorernmentand ultimate independence to
he Filipinos. Since he entered Kentucky
be has not opce advanced that idea, but
has attacked the McKinley Administration

what it has already done in Asia, and
has pointed out the fact that rhc President
has already committed himself in favor of
Congressional action on the side of a
colonial policy.
Mr. Bryan has apparently awakened to

the fact that It is expressly provided in
the treaty with Spain that Congress, not
the President, shall determine the future
government of the Philippines. It has
been made plain to the Democratic leaders
everywhere that the President's course
so far as it means a suppression of the
armed insurrection in the Philippines is
gaining in popularity.
There is no doubt that whatever oppositionthere is to an American imperial

policy in Asia, a vast majority of the countrynow favors a rigid prosecution of the
war until peace and order is restored. Mr.
Bryan's farewell reception in Covington
wn* an impressive demonstration. There
w,as a great street parade, and 15.000 personsgathered at the speakers' stand.
