President XfcKinley's Philippine Commissioners,made a speech In which he tersely
summed up the troubles In the archipelago.Dr. Schurmann spoke in part as follows:
"tinder the law of nations the United

States has unimpeachable sovereignty over

the Philippine Islands. This involves responsibilityfor their government. Our
tutelnge, at least for some time, is the one

thing that can save the Filipinos from despotismand anarchy, and their islands
from division among the European powers.
National obligations and the best Interests
of the Filipinos therefore forbid our turn-!
ing back after having once put out hand to
the plough.
"It would seem both just and politic for

Congress tto whom the treaty delegates.
the function) to declare authoritatively
what rights and privileges the Filipinos are
to enjoy under American sovereignty.

"I do not ask for a reduction of our
forces. On the contrary. I think Congress
should vote the President.unanimously,
too.*all the men and money that in any
contingency can be needed for the prompt
suppression of Aguinaldo's insurrecttion.
But that is not enough. There are six or
seven millions of Filipinos who are not
fighting us. The Tagalogs who are fightingus number, men, women and children,
not more than a million and a half. I
plead alike on the ground of justich jtnd,
expediency for an authoritative announce-1
meat to these peaceful Filipinos.the great1
majority of all the inhabitants of the
arehipeiggo. of the political and civij
rights/ privileges and Immunities which the
President and Congress of the United
States undoubtedly have ready to bestow
upon them."

JERSEYWILL ABOLISH
ALL COMPANY STORES.

Statistics Gathered Show How the OwnersHave Workmen in Their
Powar,

Trenton, N. J., Oct. 19.^-Chief Stalnsby,
of the Xew Jersey Bureau of Labor Statistics,has gathered details relative to the
existence of company stores In the State.
He found there fifteen such stores, and In
every case an average of their prices for
household necessities was obtained.
Similar prices were obtained from open

stores In the same neighborhood. As a re;suit of a comparison the statistician finds
that on an average the person obliged to
patronize a company store pays thirteen
cents on the dollar more than If he could
purchase where lie pleased. The excess cost
varies. The range-is from six cents to
eighteen cents.

It is understood that the incoming Legislaturewill take steps to cause the wiping
out of these stores, and the statistics were
gathered for that purpose. The glass workers'InSouth Jersey are the ones who are

mostiy obliged to patronize company stores.
In that section it Is said that less than
forty in each six hundred own their own
homes, although classed as skilled laborers.
