Vuiler Bought His Big
Game from a Guide

for $500.
NABBED BY WARDENS.

"Dead Game Sports" Among
His Friends in Brooklyn Are

in a Tremble.
A lot of light is thrown upon the methods

of Brooklyn sportsmen hy the troubles of
Arthur Muller, a prominent moose hunter,who lives at No. 268 Columbia street,which Is on the east side of the Bast
River.
Mr. Muller is a thoroughbred. When he

is not in the Adirondacks chasing deer or
ears, he is stalking moose in the wilds

of Maine. His library is chock full of photographsof himself standing in dramatic
posture over dead wild creatures. His
friends used to be of the opinion that the
wild creatures fell to his gun, but they
ate beginning to be not quite so sure of it.
Mr. Muller's friends were delighted a few

weeks ago to receive pictures of the hunter
showing hiin with his right foot upon the
neck of a deceased moose. Upon Muller's
face was a triumphant "I-did-it" expression,and it was plain that he was the
Aero of the photo. Stories were told tothe effect that there had been a wild
stampede of moose clear across the Stateof Maine, owing to the fear that Muller's
presence inspired in the minds of the big
game.
All might have gone well but for the

game wardens of the Skinflint stutn
Tliey nabbed Mr. Muller before be eon Id
get over the border. The horrible truth
<caino out. and now Brooklyn is all
a-snicker.
The <rame warden said that Muller, tiredof blazing away and hitting nothing but

guides, employed a guide to run down a
moose and kill it, while he lay in bed
weary of active sportsmanship. The hired
man captured the moose, and he was such
a fine one that Muller paid $500 for him.
He had got within a few miles of the

border with his quarry, when the authoritiesdescended upon him". They took awayhis moose and led him, comnlaining and
remonstrating, to the nearest lock-up.

It seems that the slaughter of the moose
was contrary to the game laws, and it is
asserted that if Muller didn't know ft the
guide did anyway. The unhappy investor
escaped imprisonment by a very narrow
margin, and only on his promise to return
to Maine every few weeks during the
Winter to attend the various trials of the
guide, who is using Muller's SbtHJ to hire
counsel with.

Ail sorts of trouble for Brooklyn shooters
of big game has grown out of the matter.They are beginning to talk about each
other and to say that "Muller isn't the only
ope" whatever that may mean. He, belongsto a coterie of what are called
"dead game sports." who went after the
most savage animals extant. Some of
those who are jealous of the wildcat skins
and bear heads that they show periodically
talk of making an investigation with a
view to finding out at which second-hand
taxidermist store they are procured.

HURT FIRING A GUN AT
SAMPSON'S PRESENTATION.

Former Naval Reserve's Arms Blown
Off at Sword Ceremony

Trenton, Oct. 25..A $2,500 sword was
presented to Admiral Sampson at the State
House to-day in the presence of about 2,000
persons.
The event was marred by a deplorable

accident that happened while n salute of
seventeen guns was being fired in the State
House grounds in the forenoon. Walter
English, a prominent young man, and formerlya member of the Naval Reserves, was
assisting at tiring the cannon. He was in
the act of ramming a charge of powderinto the gun when there was a prematureexplosion which blew both his arms off.
The ceremonies were held in the AssemblyChamber. Senator Ketcham welcomedthe Admiral to the State, and GovernorVoorhees presented the sword to the

Admiral. With the exception of Admirals
Higginson and Schley and Captain "Bob"
Evans, all the principal officers of theNorth Atlantic Squadron were present inuniform.
