during their trouble, gave a recitation, and
several of the men made speeches. Songs,
choruses and dancing were features in an

impromptu programme of rejoicing. Meanwhilecommittees were busy strengthening
the new organization and preparing it for
future battles.
The victory is really a notable one for the

employes. Without any organization at
the beginning, they walked out.350 of
them.and tied the mill into a condition of
absolute idleness. All the strikers were
weavers. The employes left could not
work without the weavers, and were sent
out by the company to act as missionaries
and win the strikers back. Then, when
this failed, the company made overtures
and at last agreed to a verbal compliance
with the demands of the strikers.
"That doesn't go," said the committee.

' You must sign the agreement for a year."
And the company did.
