mentis attributed to the archbishop in a recentinterview. It was stated also that
General Fanston had instructed his lawyers
.to begin criminal and civil prosecutions
'against the Monitor, a Catholic paper of
San Francisco, which first printed the story.
In a recent interview In Chicago, ArchbishopIreland was quoted as saying that

General Funston had been charged with
looting Catholic churches in the Philippines.The charges alleged to have been
referred to by the Archbishop were made
by the editor of the Monitor soon after the
landing of the Kansas troops In Sau Fran<Cisco.
The Monitor stated, it is said, that Gen

eralFunston had taken two magnificent
chalices from a certain Catholic church in
the Philippines and had seut them home to
;his wife. Archbishop Ireland, in his Chi'cagointerviews, was quoted as calling upon
General Funston to deny the truth of the
:article and sue the editor of the Monitor
for libel, or the public would be obliged,
against its will, to believe him guilty of the
.criminal acts of which he had been accused.

Attorneys Gleed, Wore & Gleed, of this

had received a telegram from BrlgadierfGeneralFred Funston instructing them to
ascertain the authentic? of the alleged re|marksof Archbishop Ireland to the effect

General Funston's attorneys are of the
opinion that he contemplates no such action.It is generally believed that General

or statement that Funston or the Kansas
troops looted Catholic churches in the Philippines.Wliile in conversation in Chicagoil was speaking on the subject, and referred
to charges made In the San Francisco Monitorthat looting had been done by the
troops.
"The reporter present asked me what I

thought of the charges, and I said thnt I
knew nothing about them, that I had no
knowledge that the troops had desecrated
the Catholic Churches, and could not have.

"I did say to the reporter that to save
the good name of the American troops, and
aiso to put >nimseir rignt witn tlie American'people. Major Funston ought to deny the
charges made in the 'San Francisco Monitor.I said that the charges in the newspaperwere specific grounds for a denial.from Funston.

"I made no charge against Funston. Thejauit, if brought, will only cause a little exjcltement."

"General Funston has in his possession a

blue silk, gold ornamented robe tajren from
