WANTED IN YALE.

Students Successfully Op-
pose Responsive Chapel
Exercises:

LAYMAN NOW IN CHARGE

Lacking a Clergyman, Effort
Was Made to Enrich the
Service.

New Haven, (gnn., Nov. 7.—The Yale
faculty comimlttes In charge of the morting
chapel exercises lust week Introduced o
responslve service modelled on Eplscopalian
lnes ito the devatlonal exerclses. R2o much
opposition hng been manlfested that they
have been forced to drop thls feature from
the programme. Professor Berundotte Per-
rin, chalrman of the committee in charge
of the chapel exercises, said this evening,
In diseussing the Innovation:

“When the change In the Yale presidency
wias made from a clergyman to & luymaon
It was mecessary that some ‘changes be
made in the coudnet of the chapel exer-
clses. For nstance, It was approprinte for
the layman who condueted the services Lo
read the prayer, Instedd of speaking one
which was extemporanecus. Nor my purt
I would have deelined to offer an extem-
poringous prayer. Most of the other mem-
bers of the commiitee of chaplains would
lave done the same. 1 don't koow that
such is the case with all of them, however.

“Aside from the general change made
necessary by the choige of o layman, there
lns been a general deslre expressed by the
corporation that the chapel service be en-
mehéd,. We felt the siumme desive. Last
week, with that ddeq In mind, it oceurred
to me that In reading the Old Testanment
lesson I read the Ten Commandments with
the choir singlng the lne:

Lord, iocling our hearts to keep this Thy
holy law..

“I did not regard this as Introdocing a
ritunlistie feature of the service. Thut was
not the end for which 1t was donme. The
sole purpose wa4 to enrleh the service.
This same Innovation, it It be termed such,
Is In vogue In the Centre Church of thiy
cily, and In congregatlonal churches all
over the country. The tendency in all con-
gregutlonal churehes |s to try to entch
thelyr service ln such ways"'

The objectlons come from eorthodox con-
gregations and  Methodisis who oppose
ritualism on principle, Both members of
the cholr and of the student body who at-
tended chapel were among the protesiing
undergradontes,

The negotlutions over the unsatisfactory
tripartite agreement had narrowed down to
two propositicns: Oune, that Germany with-
draw for compensation, leaving Samop di-
vided between England and Ameriea.

The other was that Britain withdraw
and recelve a certain guid pro quo which
Is not made puldie.

The lutter proposal, &0 the Journal lg in-
formed, las recslved the proctieal pssent
of ull three powers,

London, Nov. 7.—The Genevan Ambassa-
dor hud a long conference with Lord
Sallsbury to-day.

Washington, Nov. 7.—King Oscar, of
Bweden, will have extraordinary powers for
the award of damages to the Samoan olalm-
ants growing out of the bombardment of
Apin und otber Samosn towns by the
Amerfenn  orniger  Philadelphia and  the
British crulsers Royallst and FPorpolse In
March lnst,

The elalms aggregate something llke §2,-
000,000, The Important anoouncement that
a convetion bad been agreed upon by the
State Department and Mr. Tower, Britlsh
Charge 'Affalres, and Mr, Muunp von
Schwarzzenstein, Germany's gpeclal envoy,
for the arblteatlon of these clalms, that
King Oscar would be the final arbiter, and

The conventlon was slgned to-day at the
State Depnriment,

The claims agalast the three powers signl-
tory to the Berlin treaty wlll be considere
by D, HIl, Assistant Secretary of State
for the Unlted States; Mr, Tower for Great
Britain, and Mr. Muymm von Sehwarzen-
dtitm for Germany.

The indlvidual conclusions of these offl-
chtls will not be final, but will be reviewed
by Klng Oscar, whose awards will be final,
